Black paint does not deter Kasuri book launch

Uddhav refused to withdraw
agitation, despite request

MUMBAI: Shiv Sena’s need to
regain  its  increasingly
threatened political space in
Maharashtra appeared to
rear its head again on Mon-
day when some cadres
smeared black paint on Sud-
heendra Kulkarni for hosting
former Pakistan Foreign
Minister Khurshid Mahmud
Kasuri.

Though the Sena shocked
Mumbai’s liberal cosmopol-
itanism by defacing Mr. Kul-
karni’s face with oil paint, the
Devendra Fadnavis regime
showed once again that when
the government has ade-
quate will, it is possible to
rein in trouble-makers.

Despite fresh threats by
the Sena to intensify its pro-
tests, Mr. Kasuri’s memoir
“Neither a Hawk Nor a Dove:
An Insider’s Account of Pa-
kistan’s Foreign Policy” was
launched without any fur-

ther incident. The police es-
corted Mr. Kasuri to the
venue, and threw a three-tier
security cover to prevent any
further embarrassment to
Chief Minister Fadnavis.

Mr. Fadnavis, also the
home minister, disapproved
of the attack. “We may not
agree with somebody’s views,
but when a foreign dignitary
oradiplomat arrives on aval-
id visa and holds a pro-
gramme, it’s the duty of a
state to provide protection.”

Former Indian diplomats
said incidents such as these
tarnished the country’s im-
age, besides hurting the “idea
of India.”

Earlier, former BJP leader
Kulkarni, the chairperson of
the Observer Research Foun-
dation (ORF), an interna-
tional policy think tank, was
rendered virtually unrecog-
nisable after some Sena ac-
tivists stopped his car near
his central Mumbai resi-

NEW DELHI: Union Home Minis-
ter Rajnath Singh Monday gave
the green signal for the release
of a convicted Khalistani ter-
rorist lodged in a prison in
Bareilly in Uttar Pradesh on hu-
manitarian grounds, a senior
government official said.

The convict, identified as Wa-
ryam Singh, was held guilty by a
TADA court in 1990 for taking
part in the Punjab liberation
movement and has been lodged
in the U.P jail since then. He is
one of the 13 convicted terror-
ists, lodged in various prisons,
whose release has been sought
by the Shiromani Akali Dal , an
ally of the Bhartiya Janata Par-
ty, on humanitarian grounds.

Waryam  Singh’s release
comes ahead of the Punjab As-
sembly elections scheduled for
early 2017 and is seen as a move
by the NDA government to win
over the Sikh community.

It was in January this year
that Punjab’s Deputy Chief
Minister Sukhbir Singh Badal
handed over a list of 13 terror
convicts to Mr. Singh and
sought his intervention to facil-
itate their release.

Since Waryam Singh was
lodged in a U.P prison, the State
administration sent a letter to
the Home Ministry and sought
its comment on a proposal to
release the terror convict on
grounds of old age and good
conduct. The U.P. administra-
tion wrote to the MHA after
Shiromani Gurudwara Pra-
bandhak Committee chief Av-
tar Singh Makkar met U.P.
Chief Minister Akhilesh Yadav
in July this year.

“There was a request from
the Punjab government and the
U.P. authorities also wrote to
the MHA regarding Waryam
Singh’s release. The Home Min-
ister on compassionate grounds
decided that since he is already
70 years old and has served
more than 20 years in jail, it

Man accused of raping minor arrested

NEW DELHI: A 37-year-old man
was arrested on Monday for
allegedly raping a six-year-
old girl and then abandoning
her in a forested area in
South-West Delhi’s Baba
Haridas Nagar last week.

The arrest comes after al-
legations by the victim’s
family that police inaction
had allowed accused Ashok
to escape.

The incident, which took
place on October 5, bears ee-
rie similarities to the recent
Keshav Puram incident, in
which a four-year-old was
raped and brutalised.

Like the other incident, in
this case case too the victim
was first lured with choco-

lates and then taken away to
a secluded area where she
was allegedly raped.

According to the girl’s fa-
ther, the suspect is their
neighbour and a fellow ten-
ant.

He has been absconding
since the incident.

The father blames the po-
lice for not taking timely ac-
tion, thus allowing the man
to flee.

He said that while his
daughter went missing in
the afternoon, he came to
know about it only when he
returned late in the evening.

Then called up the police
control room, but the girl
could not be traced by the
PCR staff or area police. The
man further added that his

daughter was playing out-
side the house when she was
allegedly abducted by Ash-
ok.

The police, however, said
the girl was picked up in her
mother’s presence.

In the early hours of the
next day (October 6), when
she regained consciousness,
the girl spotted two CISF ja-
wan jogging near the forests.
The personnel informed the
PCR and helped reunite her
with the family, the father
added.

Rape accused offered sweets to other kids too

NEW DELHI: The 20-year-old
man, who has been arrested for
allegedly raping and brutalising a
four-year-old girl in Keshav
Puram last week, was seen
offering sweets to other children
in the area too, said sources.
While Deputy Commissioner of
Police (North West) Vijay Singh
on Monday confirmed the arrest
of the accused, Raju, it is learnt

that during his custodial
interrogation, Raju has
confessed to his crime. A source
said Raju escaped suspicion
initially because he would often
offer toffees to other children in
the area, but had not targeted
anyone.

“However, with eyewitness
accounts and versions of the
victim's families pointing
towards his role, he was
detained.

The police had also spoken to
some persons in the area who
had seen the accused taking the
little girl with him after offering
her chocolates.

Petition saying firecrackers part
of Hindu religion dismissed

NEW DELHI: The National
Green Tribunal (NGT) on
Monday dismissed a pet-
ition on how bursting fire-
crackers is an essential part
of Hindu religion and should
not be regulated or banned
in any manner.

The Ojasvi Party, which
claims to have been formed
by the son of jailed Godman
Asaram Bapu, had moved
the tribunal seeking dis-
missal of a petition which
sought for designated areas
for bursting firecrackers this
festive season.

The Ojasvi Party sought
dismissal of a petition filed
by advocate Piyush Singh
seeking earmarking a place
and time wherein and when

all the people can come to-
gether and witness a show of
fireworks, dispensing with
the need of crackers being
burst in residential areas.

Restrict chemical
composition

Mr. Singh has also sought
directions to the Centre to
ensure that chemical com-
position of firecrackers be
restricted to the least-pol-
luting composition; not only
with respect to noise but al-
so air pollution.

The religious group sub-
mitted that ‘firecrackers
should not be banned as
they are an essential part of
Hindu religion and bursting
them help in killing insects
and other micro-organisms’.

The tribunal, however,

dismissed the petition.

Meanwhile, the Ministry
of Environment & Forests,
the Ministry of Commerce
and Industry, and Petro-
leum and Explosives Safety
Organisation sought more
time to file their replies on
Mr. Singh’s petition. The
NGT granted them two
weeks.

Mr. Singh in his petition
said excessive, unmindful,
and unsupervised use of fire-
crackers is adversely affect-
ing the ecosystem.

He relied on a judgement
of the Supreme Court to say
that Diwali is a festival of
lights and not noise.

The petitioner empha-
sised that even the raw ma-
terials that go into making
firecrackers are polluting,.

E-rickshaws without licence being

NEW DELHI: Only those e-rick-
shaws which are complying
with the Transport Depart-
ment’s guidelines are being
registered, while those not li-
censed are being impounded
and their owners prosecuted,
the Delhi government said
here on Monday.

About 1,100 battery-oper-
ated rickshaws have been giv-
en licence to ply on the city
roads.

Making this submission

Chemists decry
online sale of

medicines, plan
nationwide stir

NEW DELHI: The All India Orga-
nisation of Chemists and
Druggists (AIOCD) will go on
anationwide strike on Octob-
er 14 opposing the Central
government’s move to regu-
larise the sale of medicines
online or through e-pharma-
cies. Pharmacies attached to
hospitals, however, will re-
main open.

Making the announcement
at a press conference here on
Monday AIOCD president J.
S. Shinde said, “We have
about eight lakh members in-
volved in the distribution of
medicines across the country
and they are joining us in the
protest.”

AIOCD member Suresh
Gupta said the government
should crack down on any on-
line sale of medicines as it
raises the risk of misuse of
drugs.

“Presently, online pharma-
cy business is going on illegal-
ly and the government
authorities are not taking any
action against it. Hence, we
have no alternative than to go
on strike to protect the health
of general public,” he added.

According to the AICOD,
the government’s move
would increase the risk of ad-
verse drug reaction, which
will give an opening to the
entry of low-quality, mis-
branded, and spurious prod-
ucts.

Sandeep Nangia, president,
Retailers and Distributors
Chemist Association, Delhi,
said they too are coming out
in support of the AIOCD
protest.

“More than 12,000 chem-
ists and wholesalers in the
city will keep their shops shut
on October 14 and participate
in the protest at Jantar Man-
tar,” said Mr. Nangia.

The multi-core online
pharma business currently
has no prohibition under the
Drugs and Cosmetics Act,
1940.

Those in the business said
habit forming and dangerous
drugs aren’t allowed, and the
protest has more to do with
chemists fearing loss in busi-
ness and competition from
other players.

HC reserves order on
Millennium bus depot

NEW DELHI: The Delhi High
Court on Monday reserved its
order on an application of the
Delhi Transport Corporation
(DTC) seeking to retain the
Millennium bus depot on the
Yamuna riverside.

The plea has sought six
months’ time to approach the
Delhi Development Author-
ity (DDA) for getting the land
use of the depot site changed
in order to prevent its shift-
ing. The High Court had in
2012 directed the DTC to re-
locate the depot or get the
Master Plan Delhi 2021
amended to continue the op-
erations of the millennium
bus depot, which was con-
structed during the 2010
Commonwealth Games on
the banks of the Yamuna.

Senior advocate Shanti
Bhushan, appearing for two
environmental activists, on
whose writ petition the High
Court had passed directions,
said the DTC, which had ear-
lier given an undertaking to
shift the depot, could not go
back on its word now. The
DTC had undertaken before

the court in January last year
that it would shift the depot
to an alternative site provided
by the DDA by October 31,
2014.

While the DTC had earlier
told the Bench that the issue

on construction in the areas
demarcated as zone ‘O’.

The DTC has sought six
more months to approach the
DDA for changing the land
use from ‘river and water
body’ to ‘transportation’.

NGT notices on felling of trees

NEW DELHI: The National
Green Tribunal (NGT) on
Monday issued notices to the
Centre and the Delhi govern-
ment on a petition citing non-
compliance of its earlier or-
der for removal of concrete
from around trees and freeing
them of nails, advertisements
and cables.

The tribunal also issued
notices to the forest depart-
ment of Uttar Pradesh, the
NOIDA authority, and the
National Highways Authority
of India (NHAI) for indis-
criminate felling of trees for
its projects and developmen-
tal work.

The notices were issued on
a petition filed by NGO
‘Friends’, through its general
secretary Sharad Tiwari. Mr.
Tiwari told the tribunal that a
large number of trees had

Emission norms flouted at Badarpur unit

NEW DELHI: After the Supreme
Court on Monday imposed a
“green tax” on diesel guz-
zling trucks entering the na-
tional Capital, the Delhi
government too has jumped
onto the wagon to fight the
battle against the dangerous
pollution levels in the city.

The Environment depart-
ment has issued a notice to
the National Thermal Power
Corporation (NTPC) for
flouting emission norms at
its power plant situated in
Badarpur.

The 40-year-old thermal
power plant is one of the
most polluting units in Del-
hi. In fact, even distribution
companies have been de-
manding that the ailing 705-
MW plant be
decommissioned.

On monitoring the plant,
the government found that
as many as three units of the
Badarpur Thermal Power
Station (BTPS) have been
releasing emissions way
above the prescribed level of
150 mg/nm3 (microgram
per cubic nanometre).

“The BTPS has five units,
of which particulate matter
emissions from only two
units are within the permis-
sible limit. Hence, we sent a
notice to the NTPC for up-
grading the remaining three
units and installing pollu-
tion control instruments,”
said Ashwani Kumar, Secre-
tary (Environment and
Forest).

The Delhi government now
plans to set up a department,
parallel to the Vigilance De-
partment, to look into corrup-
tion-related complaints
against errant officials as the
‘Anti-Corruption Branch
(ACB) has become redun-
dant’. “The ACB these days is
just doing one work, it is not
working against corruption,”
Deputy Chief Minister Man-
ish Sisodia told the media.

Already facing criticism for
indulging in ‘spying’ and en-
couraging it by spending
funds on spy devices, the AAP
government has said that it
will keep an eye on officials.
“From junior engineers to se-
nior officials, no one will be
spared for indulging in any
kind of corruption,” said Mr.
Sisodia.

personally monitor the griev-
ance resolution process to en-
sure timely and effective
resolution.  According to
sources in the Delhi govern-
ment, even volunteers have
been asked to keep a check on
MLAs after the Asim Khan
episode.

Officials, who attended the
meeting, said that it was a
meeting where a warning was
issued. “He said that when
their (AAP) Minister isn’t let
off, officials can expect harsh
punishment,” said an official.

The AAP-led government,
meanwhile, has handed over
the Asim Khan case to the CBI
as “we don’t trust the ACB
anymore,” Mr. Kejriwal had
earlier said.

Soon after the meeting, the
CM’s Public Grievance Mon-
itoring System instructed all
departments to look into
grievances of citizens. The La-
bour Department will soon
organise grievance resolution
camps in six districts of Delhi
over the weekend. Those who
are not satisfied with the gov-
ernment have been called for
a session with officials and ar-
ea MLAs at the camp.

NGT to fix responsibility

NEW DELHI: The Centre and the
States are engaged in a blame
game over cleaning the Ganga
yet again, much to the dis-
pleasure of the National
Green Tribunal (NGT), which
on Monday took it upon itself
to fix responsibility on the
agencies concerned.

Hearing a matter related to
the cleaning of the river, the
Ministry of Water Resources,
Ministry of Environment &
Forests (MoEF) and the State
of Uttarakhand failed to offer
complete answers to issues
the tribunal raised.

The NGT Bench, headed by
chairperson Justice Swatan-
ter Kumar, was displeased
with both the Centre and
States concerned passing the
buck and remarked, “It is a
federal structure. Does the
Centre owe responsibility to
clear everything or the State
should also share the respon-
sibility? We have to look into
this aspect and fix account-
ability accordingly.”

“After deliberation it is
clear that we should hold a
meeting of the following offi-
cers, for Section One of
Phase-1 of cleaning of the
Ganga, at the earliest as vari-
ous directions passed by the
tribunal have not been car-
ried out in true spirit and sub-
stance,” it added.

“We would expect all the
learned counsel (for the Cen-
tre, states and the agencies
concerned) to lead their part
completely and comprehen-
sively, which is at present
found wanting,” the tribunal
remarked while calling an in-
chamber meeting of the Sec-
retary (MoEF), Ministry of
Water Resources, Chief Sec-
retaries of Uttar Pradesh and
Uttarakhand, one represen-
tative of the Industries and
Principal Secretary (Environ-
ment) of both states on Octo-
ber19.

only to Telangana region in the
country, was off to a colourful start
across the State on Monday.

The nine-day festival celebrated
to offer prayers to Goddess Gowri in
the form of flowers will conclude on
October 20 with the arrangement of
tallest Bathukammas of the festival,
before floating them in the water
bodies.

State festival

The festival, which was reduced
only to rural areas of Telangana,
particularly during the last two dec-
ades due to cultural invasion, re-
gained its popularity and even
spread to urban areas along with the
movement for statehood to Telan-
gana, particularly after 2009. It is
now a State festival after the TRS
came to power though the previous
Congress Government conferred
official status to it in 2013.

WARANGAL: As the sun sets, the lanes and
by-lanes of Hanamkonda, Kazipet and
Warangal brighten up.

Women, young and old, in their best
attire head to nearby temples and street
corners to celebrate Bathukamma - the
festival of flowers

Women and children carry plates ar-
ranged with flowers of different colours
and species in a cone shape. They vie
with one another in arranging the flow-
ers as high as possible. Though the eve-
ning rituals last for an hour, the women
wake up early and prompt their chil-
dren to collect as many flowers as pos-
sible from the neighbourhood. All the
flowers available during the season -
Cassia (thangedu), luffa (bera), celosia
(gunugu), nelumbo (thamara) cucurbita
(gummadi), marigold (banthi), crossan-
dra (kanakambaram), ixora (ramaba-
nam), hibiscus (mandhara), and so on

are collected and splendidly arranged in
an enticing fashion.

Women mostly gather at the Thou-
sand Pillar temple, Bhadrakali temple,
Padmakshi temple in Hanamkonda and
some of them look for street corners in
their respective localities. They form a
circle and place their flowers in the mid-
dle. They go round clapping and danc-
ing rhythmically.

All songs carry the essence ‘long live
mother’ urging the goddess to take
birth. These festivities last for nine days
during the Durga Navaratri celebra-
tions preceding Dasara.

Legend has it that king Daksha per-
formed a ‘yagna’ and invited all but his
youngest daughter ‘Sati’, who married
Lord Siva against his will. However, Sati
turns up at the place and was insulted
along with her husband. She kills her-
self. Women make an image with tur-
meric paste and worship her urging her
to come back to life.

Bengalurean organises
a massive food

BENGALURU: The target is to feed one lakh

people in the city over 11 days, starting

Monday. No, this is not an attempt for a
record, but a sheer desire to feed the hungry,
and for Mahita Fernandez this isn’t about

any religion or festivals.

The 34-year-old has leveraged the power
of the Internet to organise a massive food

distribution drive.

She and an army of volunteers under the
banner — ‘Feed Your Neighbour’ — will feed
the poor through a network of people spread

across the city.

Ms. Fernandez has turned her house in
Langford Town into a veritable industry.
Food for 2,900 people was cooked in the
kitchen on Monday. Volunteers were seen
folding cardboard boxes in the hall (where

the provisions have been stored) and
another group was packing rice in
containers in the porch.

And her mission has caught the

imagination of nearly 550 home cooks, who
volunteered to cook food at home, which will
then be picked up and distributed for dinner
among institutions and slums in the city.
“The idea came to me after I had a rumble
in my stomach a few weeks ago. I realised
that while I had a choice, there are millions
who have no option but to go to sleep on an

empty stomach,” says Ms. Fernandez.

Dasara seemed an apt time because it was a
10-day period and schools would be closed.
The entire operation has been driven

through word-of-mouth and the social
media.

Volunteers packing food at the
residence of Mahita Fernandez,
founder of the initiative,

in Langford Town, Bengaluru,
on Monday.

Madhumita Kalauni, product manager at

Schneider Electric, who lives at

Koramangala, heard of the initiative through
Facebook. “It was such a brilliant idea! This
was something I always wanted to do but
could never figure out the logistics, and here
was this woman who thought of everything,”

said Ms. Kalauni.

Meherangez Mistry, a former medical

transcriptionist residing in Sena Vihar,
Kamanahalli, along with other wives of

miracle: High Court

MADURAI: Observing that it is
a “medical miracle” for a
woman to have survived for
nearly 25 years with a broken
surgical forceps in her abdo-
men, the Madras High Court
Bench here has directed the
State government to consid-
er compensating her mone-
tarily, besides recovering the
money from government
doctors responsible for leav-
ing the foreign body inside
her abdomen.

Allowing a writ petition fil-
ed by the woman’s husband,
P. Arumugam, in 2013, Jus-
tice R. Mahadevan directed
the Health Secretary to con-
sider granting compensation
to A. Indrani, apart from ini-
tiating departmental action
against medical officers re-
sponsible for having left the
forceps behind during a sur-
gery conducted at Govern-
ment Rajaji Hospital (GRH)
here on October 11, 1989.

The judge pointed out that
the victim had undergone the
surgery for excision of retro-
peritoneal hydatid cyst, a
rare  parasitic  infection
caused by tapeworms. De-
spite suffering from a myste-
rious pain ever since the
surgery took place, she opted
to take a CT (Computed To-
mography) scan of the abdo-
men only when the pain
became unbearable about
two years ago. The scan re-
port issued on June 1, 2013,
revealed the presence of the

forceps in the RIF (Right Il-
liac Fossa) region of the ab-
domen with severe
adhesions, foreign body reac-
tion and clumping of bowl
loops. Immediately, her hus-
band filed the case seeking a
direction to the State to re-
move the forceps from his
wife’s abdomen besides pay-
ing adequate compensation.

On the basis of interim or-
ders passed by the court,
GRH doctors removed the
forceps on June 12, 2013, and
reported that the woman was
healthy. However, govern-
ment counsel contested the
petitioner’s claim for com-
pensation stating that it was
the woman’s mistake to have
approached private hospitals
all these years without visit-
ing GRH for post surgery
check-up. Rejecting the con-
tention, the judge recalled
that in August 2014, he had
ordered a compensation of
Rs.10 lakh to the family of a
23-year-old woman who had
died due to a gauze pad left
inside her abdomen during a
Caesarean section performed
at the Government Hospital
in Rajapalayam in Virudhu-
nagar district in March 2005.
However, since the victim in
the present case had not
made any representation so
far to the government seeking
compensation, he directed
the petitioner to make a rep-
resentation within two weeks
and ordered the Health Sec-
retary to dispose it of within
six weeks thereafter.

Asks if there is ground for reinquiry

THIRUVANANTHAPURAM:  The
Home Department has asked
the Crime Branch to report
whether there is any ground
for a reinquiry into Swami
Saswatikananda’s unnatural
death in the Periyar in Aluva
in 2002.

Though it has set no dead-
line for the agency, the move
has serious political implica-
tions for the current Sree Na-
rayana Dharma Paripalana
(SNDP) Yogam leadership,
which has proposed a grass-
roots-level alliance with the
Bharatiya Janata Party in the
coming local body polls.

The Congress and the
Communist Party of India
(Marxist), which view the
proposed alliance as a com-
munally polarising one, have
demanded that the monk’s
death be reinvestigated.

The former head of the Si-
vagiri Madhom died when he
went missing in the Periyar
on the banks of Advaitha
Ashramam on July 1, 2002.

His death had spawned a
swarm of conspiracy theories
that put SNDP Yogam gener-
al secretary Vellappally Na-
tesan and his son and
political heir, Thushar Vel-
lappally, at their centre.

The crux of the allegation
was that Saswatikananda had
cut short a trip to the Gulf
following a serious disagree-
ment with the duo and was

promptly “assassinated” on
his return. Both the SNDP
leaders have since dismissed
the allegations as those ad-
vanced by their rival factions
in the social organisation
that claims a membership of
over 28 lakh.

The Crime Branch at-
tempted to explain the ap-
parently “inexplicable” death
as a case of accidental drown-
ing. It pointed out that Sas-
watikananda had entered the
river for a bath after a hiatus
of seven years. Investigators
viewed the decision as pecu-
liar and a break from his usu-
al routine.

The allegations have sur-
faced again at a time when
Mr. Natesan and his son were
seeking to carve out a definite
space for themselves in the
State’s chaotic coalition poli-
tics in the current cycle of
local body elections.

Huge haul of expired tablets

CHENNAI: The State Drug Con-
trol Authority seized a huge
cache of expired tablets from
a godown in Vadapalani on
Monday. The officials confis-
cated about 250 cardboard
boxes of Respifed manufac-
tured by Cipla. Each of the
boxes contained 54 cartons
of 200 tablets each.

Respifed contains triproli-
dine and pseudoephedrine.
While triprolidine is used for
nasal blocks the latter could
be used in making ampheta-
mine, a banned substance.
Pseudoephidrine is banned

in the Northeast States,
where it has been used as a
party drug.

The tablets were manufac-
tured in October 2013 and ex-
pired in September 2015. The
cache was found in a dingy
hall on the second floor of a
utensils shop next to Kamala
theatre on the busy Arcot
Road following a tip-off. The
courier stickers on the carton
revealed that the boxes were
being transported from Pu-
ducherry to Mumbai.

Inside the long hall, a doz-
en employees removed the
expired tablets from the strip
and stored them in small cir-
cular plastic containers. Ac-

cording to Tamizh
Viduthalai, the supervisor
who oversaw the operation,
the employees had been en-
gaged for the past five days.

“We don’t know what they
do with the drugs but we
were told that tablets should
all be removed from their
original packing and put in
the containers,” he said.

According to the drug in-
spectors, who seized the
product, while expired drugs
are usually removed from the
packing to gather the alumin-
ium foil as scrap, this was a
serious case since a partic-
ular tablet alone was being
unpacked.

Uncertainty haunts small farmers and workers of the A.P. capital region

VIJAYAWADA: Will it resemble
the other famed capital cities
on rivers like London, Paris,
Dublin, Amsterdam or just
Singapore? Time alone will
decide what shape Andhra
Pradesh Chief Minister, N.
Chandrababu Naidu’s dream
capital, Amaravati, will take,
as it rises from the predom-
inantly pastoral Krishna riv-
er bank.

But for now as the city is all
set to take its first baby steps
in ten days when Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi lays the
foundation stone and kick-

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Anger
beyond words

ver the past week, a growing number of writ-
ers have returned literary honours that had
been awarded to them in recognition of their
work — and in doing so reminded the state of
its failure to protect the last man standing. What start-
ed with writer Nayantara Sahgal returning the Sahitya
Akademi award she won in 1986, led to a wave of
protests. The others also chose to give up their precious
Sahitya Akademi awards, given by writers to writers.
Their protest is against an impassive state that remains
a silent spectator, effectively complicit in the act of
writers and rationalists being hunted down, and a Mus-
lim man being lynched by his own neighbours for
allegedly storing beef in his home. Their rejection of
the honour is a symbolic reminder of the times, as a
wave of intolerance cascades from Dadri even to the
most cosmopolitan of Indian cities, Mumbai, threat-
ening to choke the air. What the writers have reminded
India is what its people are today witness to: a society
turning upon itself. And in asking the state to act now,
the writers are telling India of the need to preserve and
hold on to its pluralistic fabric. The letters serve as
reminders of the fragile times we live in, when mere
rumours can rob a man of his right to life. A writer
speaks out when his or her conscience is numbed
beyond pain. For many of them, the lynching of the
Muslim man was the last straw. After all, since Parti-
tion this is probably the first time that rumours of a
man Kkilling a cow have cost him his life, in his own
neighbourhood. Their protest is also against several
non-state actors that owe allegiance to the Bharatiya
Janata Party government and that call the shots in
towns and villages far from the public gaze in general.
It is in this climate of intolerance and complicity by
the state that the letters of protest have found their way
to the Akademi and to the public realm. The Akademi is
an autonomous body but has refrained from speaking
out. Its silence is the silence of the state. Even the
once-formidable media adviser to Prime Minister Atal
Bihari Vajpayee has had ink thrown on his face for
taking a stand on former Pakistan Foreign Minister
Khurshid Mahmud Kasuri’s book launch event, which
was opposed vehemently by the BJP’s ally, the Shiv
Sena. The Shiv Sena is known for acts of that kind, but
they don’t behove a city such as Mumbai that prides
itself on being India’s most cosmopolitan city. As for
Prime Minister Narendra Modi who leads the BJP, a
party that has premised itself on extending its hand to
the common man, words have to match deeds. It is the
responsibility of the chief servant of the country to
ensure that the stain of intolerance does not spread and
then consume it.

A Reserve Bank of India, the highest in its 80-

L year history, helped tip India’s fiscal balance to

surplus in August. A combination of the pick-
up in the Centre’s revenue receipts and its declining
expenditures, especially on subsidies, helped keep the
fiscal deficit during the first five months of the current
financial year under Rs. 3.7 lakh crore, lower than the Rs.
3.97 lakh crore during the corresponding period last
year. The Central government’s unfailing commitment
to fiscal consolidation is conducive to macroeconomic
stability. But sticking to the road map for fiscal consoli-
dation isn’t easy: expenditure and tax reforms can be
tricky politically. In its budget for this year, the Narendra
Modi government had shifted India’s fiscal consolidation
road map by raising the fiscal deficit target for the year to
3.9 per cent from 3.6 per cent earlier. By doing so it
created fiscal room for Rs. 70,000 crore of public in-
vestments, which it hopes would kick-start the jobs-
generating infrastructure sector. Earlier governments
too postponed targets. The fiscal deficit reduction targets
that were originally a part of the Fiscal Responsibility
and Budget Management (FRBM) Bill, 2000 were elim-
inated from the Act that Parliament passed in 2003; the
annual numerical targets were left to the government to
formulate in the FRBM Rules. Since then, the road map
has been halted four times — in 2005-06, 2008-09, 2012-
13 and 2015-16. And so the resolve that the Union Fi-
nance Secretary expressed at a media conference last
week — that though the government expects a shortfall in
tax revenues this year it won’t deviate from the 3.9 per
cent fiscal deficit target — is welcome.

With inflation now under 4 per cent, interest rate cuts
adding up to 125 basis points in the past 12 months, and
the Centre and the States going all out to revive stalled
projects and improve the ease of doing business, India
remains well-poised on the path to economic recovery.
Fiscal credibility, important as it is to macroeconomic
management, will make it possible to sustain India’s
current growth rate and to convert potential into actual
growth. The focus will be on the budget-makers’ tricks of
funding subsidies through non-transparent, off-budget
borrowings, or higher taxes on fuel and so on. The Fi-
nance Minister has undertaken to clean up the clutter of
tax incentives for the corporate sector to plug revenue
leakages, in order to set the stage for lower tax rates. He is
bound to find the business lobbies far from enthusiastic
about giving up sops, and must resist pleas for their
retention. He will have to be insusceptible too to excuses
for delaying even further urea price de-control and other
expenditure-side reforms. On the road to fiscal correc-
tion, Finance Ministers walk, and are judged, alone.
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The multiple costs of death penalty

“What they (the two accused) did, cannot
be condoned, but it (the offence) is not so
heinous and abhorring that warrants
death....It was just a murder. That is it-
..They (the two accused) have also suf-
fered the sentence for 16 years,” held the
Supreme Court of India (October 9, 2015)
while rejecting the petition of Ms. Neelam
Katara, mother of Nitish Katara, seeking
enhancement of sentence.

The curtain has in all probability come
down on the Nitish Katara case of murder,
committed thirteen years ago by the son of
a politician and his cousin. They are cur-
rently undergoing ajail term of 30 years. In
dismissing the plea of the victim’s mother
for imposing the maximum penalty, the
Supreme Court said the murder was nei-
ther an ‘honour killing’, nor was it the
rarest of rare cases meriting capital puni-
shment. Ms. Katara is however, deter-
mined to continue to “fight for justice.”

It is the intensity of the pain of a victim’s
family that often explains their disap-
pointmentat the court not awarding death.
In the eyes of some, this resolve to get the
severest of penalties could possibly smack
of vindictiveness. I believe however, that
this dimension to the natural feelings of
associates and relatives of the victim
should not be ignored by those, including
criminologists across the globe, who con-
sider that the debate over the rightness of
the death penalty is hackneyed. The Su-
preme Court’s dismissal of Ms. Katara’s
pleaisliable to be discussed for along, long
time. The fact is each day brings in a new
point of view to the discussion on adequacy
of punishment. This is something which
raises many absorbing questions related to
the core of penology. A stand by some indi-
viduals that there are no further issues to
be resolved in as serious a matter as capital
punishment is being didactic and insensi-
tive.

U.S. discourse

The cost of prisoners on death row, the complex

U.S., a country prone to violent crime. A
large number of cities have reported an
increase in homicide rates this year. Added
to this are mass killings of the kind report-
ed recently from a community college in
Oregon and earlier at an African-American
church in South Carolina, which are said to
have enhanced fear levels and strength-
ened the plea by many individuals and or-
ganisations for greater gun control and
more deterrence in sentencing policies.
Ironically, 19 of the 50 States do not have
the death penalty on their statutes. Despite
this, more than 1400 convicts have been
executed in the country since 1976, the
year when capital sentence was restored
after a four-year de facto moratorium flow-
ing from the Supreme Court decision in
Furman v Georgia.

There is something more than numbers
here. It is the complex history that sur-
rounds the issue of the mode of judicial
killing in the country which is of interest.

electrocution, other States followed suit.
This form of execution also came into dis-
repute, as sequel to a few cases of failure of
the electric chair, which necessitated re-
peated application of high voltage electric-
ity on a prisoner for the successful
completion of an order of sentence. This
practice therefore, came to be challenged
as a “cruel and unusual” punishment, pro-
hibited by the U.S. Constitution.

In view of this development, many
States started enforcing the administra-
tion of a lethal injection, comprising a sin-
gle or combination of drugs. While
hydromorphone is widely used, a recent
entrant is midazolam. Some human rights
organisations have cited research to raise
doubts over the claimed painlessness of
drugs employed in executions, and have
charged that lethal injections are also cru-
el. However, in a case of 2008 (Baze v Rees)
and in a more recent (2015) case (Glossip v
Gross), the U.S. Supreme Court upheld the

Currently, administering a lethal injection
is the accepted procedure to execute a pris-
oner awarded the death sentence. An op-
tion to choose hanging is available to those
convicted before this was introduced. It is
significant that the constitutionality of le-
thal injection has been upheld by the U.S.
Supreme Court.

Hanging was one of the first methods
employed by states to execute a con-
demned prisoner. After a series of blotched
hangings in the 19th century, many
switched to electrocution, following the
recommendation of a Gerry Commission
(1886) appointed to suggest an alternative
mode. After New York first introduced

constitutionality of lethal injections. In
the former case, while concurring with the
majority opinion, Justice John Paul Ste-
vens however, raised doubts about Ken-
tucky’s three drug protocol, especially the
use of a paralytic agent, panucronium bro-
mide. He believed that this matter could
generate a future debate. Also, while hear-
ing the Glossip case, Justice Stephen
Breyer was noticeably candid about his
aversion to the death penalty. It is against
this backdrop that one must follow the
proceedings of the U.S. Supreme Court
which began a new term on October 5.
Though the constitutionality of death sen-
tence is not directly listed to come up be-
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fore it, any stray observation by any of the
nine judges in associated matters could
provide a pointer to the future.

The execution of a woman, Kelly Gissen-
daner, on September 30 in Georgia, has
added spice to the controversy, although
only about one per cent of those executed
in the U.S. till now have been women. And
Gissendaner was the first woman to be
executed in Georgia in about 70 years.

Methodological problems

I quizzed Professor Daniel Silverman of
the Department of Criminal Justice, Tem-
ple University, Philadelphia (from where I
graduated more than two decades ago) on
current trends in the U.S. on the death
penalty. Prof. Silverman, an attorney who
defends many prisoners on the death row,
teaches a course on capital punishment at
Temple. He tells me that States are finding
it increasingly difficult to procure the
drugs required to carry out an execution.
As aresult there is once again an alarming
frequency of botched executions, resulting
sometimes from the use of wrong drugs.
The whole process is shrouded in such
mystery that doubts have arisen over the
efficacy and fairness of the system.

Prof. Silverman also refers to the overall
sentiment within the country against the
death penalty. During the past decade, sev-
en States either abolished it or held it in
abeyance. There is further the sharpening
division on the subject within the U.S. Su-
preme Court, between liberals and conser-
vatives. Four of the nine judges are said to
believe that death penalty is constitution-
al, while two clearly consider it otherwise.
It is difficult to speculate what the other
three would do when the matter comes up
before them in the future. It is just possible
that the debate may linger on inconclu-
sively, and will ultimately be settled only
when one or two new judges join the court
in the next few years. According to Prof.
Silverman, the U.S. Supreme Court is now
quite sensitive to what is happening in-
ternationally. This is why it is reasonable
to believe that it will take cognisance of the
worldwide trend of nations giving up the
death penalty.

Finally, there is also the factor of costs
involved here. There are now more than
3000 prisoners on death row in U.S. pris-
ons. Organising sustained legal help for a
majority of them adds on to the already
huge commitment to look after their food
and health needs. While this particular is-
sue is beyond the purview of courts, it
could weigh heavily on the administration
while reviewing the expediency of retain-
ing the death penalty.

Challenge for India

The trends that characterise the U.S.
scene are very relevant to India, although
in a slightly less acute form. We have had
about 1300 death verdicts for the whole
country during the period 2004-14. Of
these, only four have ended in actual exe-
cution. Prisoners in such cases certainly
escalate costs of prison management.
While this argument may not hold water
with those who stand rigidly for the reten-
tion of capital punishment, there is the
overwhelming international trend in sup-
port of abolition that can hardly be ig-
nored. The Law Commission’s recent
weighty report that favours giving up the
death penalty, except in cases of terrorism,
should also motivate the government into
swift action. Apart from promoting the
cause of a humane jurisprudence, a deci-
sion to do away with the death sentence
could have a hugely positive impact on our
international image.

India not obliged to
arrest President Bashir

In less than a fortnight, India will host the incumbent
Sudanese President Omar al-Bashir as part of the Third
India-Africa Forum Summit, expected to be the largest
gathering of world leaders in India since the Non-Aligned
Summit in New Delhi in 1983. However, the event, in view
of President Bashir’s attendance, may not pass without its
share of controversy.

President Bashir’s arrival will represent a serious challenge to the
authority of the International Criminal Court (ICC), which has issued
two separate arrest warrants against him. The first was issued on March
4, 2009, when the President was charged with war crimes over the
conflict in Darfur, earning the ill-repute of becoming the first sitting
head of state issued with an arrest warrant by the ICC. And on July 12,
2010, the ICC charged Mr. Bashir with three counts of genocide in
Darfur, accusing him of trying to wipe out three non-Arab ethnic groups
in the region. According to reports, in anticipation of his attendance at
the summit, the office of the prosecutor of the ICC has called upon India
to “contribute to the important goal of ending impunity for the world’s
worst crimes” by arresting and surrendering President Bashir to the ICC.
The question is, is India under any international legal obligation to do
so?

President Bashir first came to power in a coup in 1989 when Sudan was

Taking a serious view of
the matter, and given that Sudan was not a party to the Rome Statute
establishing the ICC, the United Nations Security Council, acting under
Chapter VII of the United Nations Charter, referred the situation in
Darfur to the ICC vide Resolution 1593. Pursuant to a formal
investigation, the then chief prosecutor of the ICC requested and
obtained arrest warrants against President Bashir and other senior
ministers of Sudan. Immediately following the issuance of the arrest
warrants, cooperation requests for the arrest and surrender of President
Bashir were transmitted to all states that are parties to the Rome Statute
and all UNSC members, including states who are not parties to the Rome
Statute. Curiously, the decision of the pre-trial chamber of the ICC,
while issuing the arrest warrants against Mr. Bashir, directed the
registry of the ICC to prepare and transmit any additional request for the
arrest and surrender of President Bashir to other states as appropriate.

India’s response

If such a formal request were made, how should India respond? At the
outset, since India is not a signatory to the Rome Statute that established
the ICC, it would not ordinarily be under any legal obligation to comply
with a request made by the Court. However, the situation is complicated
by virtue of the Security Council referral in Resolution 1593. Paragraph 2
of the Security Council resolution states: “...the government of Sudan
and all other parties to the conflict in Darfur shall co-operate fully with
and provide any necessary assistance to the Court and the Prosecutor
pursuant to this Resolution and, while recognising that states not party
to the Rome Statute have no obligation under the Statute, urges all states
and concerned regional organisations to co-operate fully.”

Since the resolution was adopted under Chapter VII, it is binding on
all member states, including India. If it creates legal obligations, it would
prevail over India’s other international law obligations. Fortunately, the
wording of the resolution falls short of creating a legal obligation on
non-member states — and only ‘urges’ non-member states to co-operate.
Since the resolution falls short of a creating an international law
obligation, India can, by arresting President Bashir, violate international
law, since heads of state are accorded full immunity from arrest in a
foreign state under both treaty and customary international law.
Therefore, India is not under any legal obligation to arrest and surrender
President Bashir to the ICC and may, in fact, not be permitted to arrest
President Bashir on Indian soil.

Nevertheless, given India’s position in the international legal order
and its push for a permanent seat on the UNSC, it may have been
prudent on the part of India to have avoided this controversy altogether
by not extending the invitation to host President Bashir in the first place.

Shiv Sena’s reprehensible
attack on Observer Re-
search Foundation’s Sud-
heendra Kulkarni
yesterday (October 12), for
organising former Pakistan
Foreign Minister Khurshid
Mahmud Kasuri’s book launch in Mum-
bai, is another step back for a party des-
perately trying to remain relevant both to
its voting constituency as well as in the
Bharatiya Janata Party-led coalition gov-
ernment in Maharashtra. Last week, it
threatened to violently disrupt noted gha-
zal singer Ghulam Ali’s concert in Mum-
bai, scaring the organiser into cancelling
the event.

The Sena, after a brief affair with liber-
alism last year with its demand for night-
life licenses and a perceptible shift
towards the youth vote, is clearly return-
ing to the platform it was founded upon:
hatred for Pakistan (and migrants from

within the country) and extreme
Hindutva.
Targeting the BJP

What the Sena is really worried about is
the BJP, and has taken on the mantle of
the largest party’s principal opposition.
The Kasuri book launch incident and the
Ghulam Ali concert disruption were tar-
geted more at the BJP than at the victims
themselves. It is not surprising, therefore,
that Aditya Thackeray, who heads the
youth wing of the party, said that the “at-
tack was non-violent”. He knows his
statement is a mockery of what happened,
but he said it because the eventual target
was the BJP. His party wants to send a
message to the BJP that it can remain in
the media and the public eye by resorting
to its old tricks.

The Sena, for all its bravado, knows that
its hardline Hindutva stand has been ap-
propriated by the BJP, and there is little it
can do on the development plank either.
The last time it was in power along with
the BJP (1995-1999), the Sena was the
senior alliance partner with founder Bal
Thackeray’s hand-picked man Manohar
Joshi as Chief Minister. But what Mumbai
really remembers of that coalition gov-
ernment are the 50-plus flyovers in the
city and its neighbourhood, planned and
executed by BJP’s Nitin Gadkari, the then
State Public Works Minister. Mr. Gadkari
is now a Minister in the Modi cabinet.

With little manouevring
power in the State government, it is left

roots. This is unfortunate for a party that
was being seen as changing its colours in
the last year or so.

Issues for the Sena

The two biggest issues that the Sena has
taken up in the last 12 months are the
extension of licences for eateries and en-
tertainment establishments to remain
open through the night, and the yellow
sodium vapour lamps along Marine Drive
instead of the white LED lamps that the
BJP government prefers. Both are incon-
sequential items on alarger political agen-
da, but the Sena seems to care for them
more than for governance issues. In any
case, they lost to the BJP on both points.
The scars of that battle run deep in the
Sena.

For a party that purports to be connect-
ed with the sons of the soil, the Sena has
done precious little to bring about aware-
ness or raise money for farmers in the
drought-affected areas of the State. Mean-
while, farmers continue to commit suicide
in Vidarbha and other areas of severe rain
shortfall. Private entities and individuals
seem to have responded to the crisis far
better than political parties. While the
Sena has been attacking the BJP for its
inaction in the drought-affected areas, it
has not done much on its own.

The vote gain and seat gain in last year’s
State elections should have spurred the
party into attempting a national footprint.
It was one of their stated objectives. Udd-
hav Thackeray’s leadership on that front
has left a lot to be desired. In fact, it has
been insipid. Meanwhile, the BJP has
made gains in even the Sena strongholds
of western Maharashtra. This has eroded
the Sena’s grassroots credibility, as it is
mainly a cadre-based party with strong
on-ground presence across the State, with
its hierarchies clearly defined.

A sheer inability to get mass support
has spurred the Sena into going back to its
violent past. It may have worked in the
1970s and the 1980s, when Bal Thacke-
ray’s anti-migrant mantra struck a raw
nerve among Maharashtrians reeling un-
der an already collapsing economic in-
frastructure in Mumbai thanks to cotton
mills being shut down in rapid succession.
It is unlikely to work in the second decade
of the 21st century.

Aditya Thackeray and his father, there-
fore, need to reinvent the party, which has
not only become irrelevant to the Ma-
rathi-speaking population, but also to its
core voter base. The refrain in Mumbai
after the Ghulam Ali concert cancellation
and the attack on Mr. Kulkarni was, “No,
not again!” This is a refrain to which the
Shiv Sena is turning a deaf ear.

‘Improving our knowledge of the world’

Nobel Laureate Arthur B. McDonald on how the neutrino experiments can provide a
fuller picture for the very basic laws of physics

On October 6, Takaaki Kaj-
ita, Chief Scientist of Su-
per-Kamiokande
Collaboration, University
of Tokyo, and Arthur B.
McDonald, chief scientist
at the Sudbury Neutrino
Observatory ~ (SNO) Collaboration,
Queen’s University, Kingston, Canada,
were awarded the Nobel Prize in Physics
for proving that neutrinos change identi-
ties or ‘flavours’ from one type to another
over time. Professor McDonald, in this
email interview with Shubashree Desi-
kan, speaks about the 17-year journey
from the start of the SNO Collaboration to
the prestigious moment of recognition.
Excerpts:

How does it feel to have won the Nobel
Prize? Some physicists told me that it
was widely anticipated that the
observation of neutrino oscillations
would win the Nobel this year.

Our SNO Collaboration was very-
pleased to have provided clear observa-
tion of neutrino oscillations for solar
neutrino and to have verified models of
the sun with great accuracy. However,
having this strong international endorse-
ment of the value of our work by a respect-
ed committee is very gratifying.

When you became the spokesperson for
the Sudbury Neutrino Observatory in
1989, it was unusual then for Canada to
make an investment of this magnitude
on a basic science project. How did you
convince them?

At the time that our scientists were at-
tempting to obtain approval of funding for
this project, it was necessary to convince
agencies in Canada, the U.S. and the U.K.
of the importance of the measurements
that we could perform. It took a long time
and involved technical demonstrations of
the engineering feasibility of the design.
With strong peer review of the impor-
tance of the basic science we were propos-
ing (now proven by the awarding of the
Nobel Prize), we were able to obtain the
funding.

The return on investment is a funda-
mental improvement in our knowledge of
our world, excellent training of the best
students who are attracted to such pro-
jects, and the innovative technology that
had to be developed to accomplish this
difficult experiment.

The SNO detector consists of a 12-m
diameter transparent acrylic container
holding 1,000 litres of ultrapure heavy
water, which was supplied by Canada's

Department of Atomic Energy. Did this
happen readily? Was there any worry
that you could be carrying out secret
research on nuclear weapons?

Senior scientists at Atomic Energy of
Canada understood the importance of the
research that we would perform and rec-
ommended the loan near the beginning
of our discussions. There was then a bit of
worry from the public about the relation-
ship of heavy water to nuclear reactors,
etc. However, one of our scientists drank a
glass of heavy water at a public meeting
(with a bit of Scotch for flavour) and
showed clearly that it was a safe sub-
stance. We also pointed out continually
that we were creating one of the lowest
radioactivity locations in the world, far
from worries about high radioactivity.

What main questions remain about the
neutrino and why is neutrino research
important? What other experiments are

being planned around the world?

A major question remains about the or-
dering of the relative masses of neutrinos,
which will be addressed with good sensi-
tivity by the India-based Neutrino Ob-
servatory (INO) detector. In addition, the
accurate values for other oscillation pa-
rameters that INO will provide will be
important for developing detailed models
of how finite mass neutrinos should be
added to the Standard Model of elemen-
tary particles. Other questions that will be
addressed in other experiments are the
absolute masses of neutrinos and the
asymmetry between matter and anti-mat-
ter in the universe that may be related to
neutrino properties.

Neutrino science is important because
they (neutrinos), along with electrons and
quarks, are the basic building blocks
which we do not know how to sub-divide
further. Therefore, understanding their
properties is essential to complete our
knowledge of the world at a very funda-
mental level. For example, the observa-
tion of finite neutrino masses determined
by the SNO and Super-Kamiokande ex-
periments goes beyond the Standard
Model of elementary particles and may
help provide a fuller picture for the very
basic laws of physics.

How did the offer of the site for the
observatory by INCO Ltd, the nickel
mining company, come about?

Again, after presentations by our scien-
tists, senior members of the company
management saw the importance of the
science that could be done and recom-

mended to their management that we be
allowed to co-exist with ongoing mining
operations at the mine. This strong sup-
port for the new international under-
ground laboratory, SNOLAB, has
continued with the present owner, Vale.

Did you have to develop any new
engineering techniques or materials for
the construction and support of the
huge underground cavity? How did you
ensure the stability of the rock above
the underground observatory?

It was the largest cavity of its type built
at that depth, but INCO engineers provid-
ed a design of excavation and rock support
techniques that were reviewed by a panel
of international experts and found to be
feasible. The cavity was very carefully in-
strumented and provided wonderful data,
enabling INCO to pursue large cavities at
great depth for their ongoing mining oper-
ations. Several old and new techniques
were combined for ground control for the
cavity, and they worked very well.

Would you say 17 years is a long time to
work without an indication of whether
you were on the right track?

We knew that we could have a sub-
stantial impact on fundamental physics if
we could carry out this major project and
that inspired everyone working on the
project throughout.

Looking back on over 30 years of your
association with SNO, can you tell us
what made it worth the while?

Our collaboration set about under-
standing our universe more fully and with
our results, we feel that we have made a
major contribution to that. The Nobel
Prize for our work is a confirmation by
abody that we greatly respect thatwe
have made a truly valuable contribution.

When we were analysing our data, we
purposely added in a known amount of
false data, so that those doing the analysis
could not be led to a pre-conceived result
by the way they analyse the data. On one-
day when we had defined the best way to
do the analysis, we lifted this “blindness
condition,” removed the false events and
all together were able to see our final re-
sults. The results were conclusive that so-
lar neutrinos did change from one type to
another and, therefore, do have a finite
mass. That was a real “eureka” moment
that every SNO collaborator remembers
as a significant day in their scientific life.

Apex court tells
Centre to work
on civil code

NEW DELHI: The Supreme
Court on Monday sought the
government’s stand on shap-
ing the uniform civil code to
end the “confusion” in per-
sonal laws holding sway over
various communities.

A Bench of Justices Vik-
ramjit Sen and Shiva Kirti
Singh asked Solicitor General
Ranjit Kumar to clarify the
government’s view.

Mr. Kumar sought three
weeks’ time to get back to the
court.

The Bench orally observed
that the code should be
“worked” on and if the gov-
ernment has the will to im-
plement a uniform personal
law for all religions, it should
go ahead and do it.

The court was hearing a
petition highlighting how
Christians were compelled by
their personal law to wait for
two years before divorce un-
like other communities.

NEW DELHI: The Ministry of
Home Affairs has sought a

Alarming times for free
expression, says Rushdie

NEW DELHI/CHANDIGARH: Book-
er Prize winning author Sal-
man Rushdie on Monday
joined the growing chorus of
protests by writers and poets
against spread of “communal
poison” and “rising intoler-
ance” in the country even as
more authors decided to re-
turn their Sahitya Akademi
awards.

“I support Nayantara Sah-
gal and the many other writ-
ers protesting to the Sahitya
Akademi. Alarming times for
free expression in India,” Mr.
Rushdie tweeted.

Ms. Sahgal, niece of Jawa-
harlal Nehru, was among the
first to lodge her protest
against the Akademi’s si-
lence over repeated attacks
on writers and rationalists
who were raising their voice
of dissent.

Urdu novelist Rahman Ab-
bas, Hindi writers Manga-
lesh Dabral and Rajesh Joshi
have returned the Akademi
awards in protest against
“communal”  atmosphere
following rationalist M.M.

NDA hopes soar as 57% turn out to vote in Bihar

PATNA: Amid tight security,
the first phase of the Bihar
poll for 49 Assembly seats in
10 districts, including some
Maoist-affected areas,
passed off peacefully on
Monday with 57 per cent
vote cast.

While the National Dem-
ocratic Alliance heaved a
sigh of relief over the in-
creased voting percentage,
‘the grand alliance’ felt that
the trend would work to its
advantage. Women voters
outnumbered their male
counterparts by five per
cent.

Long queues

Long queues of voters
were largely seen in rural
areas. In urban areas, voters
did not show much enthusi-
asm. It is generally said that
the BJP gets its major sup-
port from urban middle
class voters and ‘the grand
alliance’ of Nitish Kumar
and Lalu Prasad have their
supporters in rural areas.

“Though the high voting
percentage reflects the anti-
incumbency sentiment, the
percentage was not so high
that the BJP should feel
happy about it. On the other
side, the high turnout in ru-
ral areas does send out posi-
tive signals for the grand
alliance,” a poll observer
told The Hindu. “The higher
turnout can be attributed to
better security manage-
ment and the resultant fear-

Centre won’t ban Sanstha on its own

NEW DELHI: The Ministry of
Home Affairs will wait for a
proposal from either Maha-
rashtra or Goa, both BJP-
ruled States, to declare right-
wing outfit Sanatan Sanstha a
terrorist organisation and
not take any suo motu action,
a senior Ministry official told
The Hindu.

The Maharashtra police
have claimed that one of the
members of Sanstha — Samir
Gaikwad — arrested by it, was
allegedly involved in ratio-
nalist Govind Pansare’s mur-
der. Investigators  also
suspect that the killings of so-
cial activist Narendra Dab-
holkar and scholar M.M.
Kalburgi could be linked to
this organisation.

“Either of the State gov-
ernment — Maharashtra or
Goa — has to write to us that
they want the Sanatan Sans-

tha to be declared a terrorist
organisation. We have no ju-
risdiction on the subject,” the
official said.

The decision assumes sig-
nificance as in 2009, when
the activities of the Sanstha
came under the radar for the
first time, it was the MHA
which had written to the gov-
ernments of Maharashtra,
Goa and Karnataka, seeking
reports that could aid it in
declaring it a terrorist orga-
nisation under the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention)
Amendment Act (UAPA).

The three State govern-
ments did send a response to

the Centre, but the Sanstha
could not be banned based on
their submissions.

Another accused associat-
ed with the Sanstha, identi-
fied as Ravindra Patil, who is
wanted by the National In-
vestigation Agency in the
2009 Margao church blast
case when two members of
the Sanstha were blown up
when the IEDs they were car-
rying accidentally detonated.

The MHA had in 2009 sent
proposals to the govern-
ments of Goa, Maharashtra
and Karnataka to not only
ban the Sanstha but also two
other organisations - the
Hindu Janjagruti Samiti, a
sister organisation of Sans-
tha, and the Abhinav Bharat,
the radical Hindu outfit led
by Sadhvi Pragya and Lieu-
tenant Colonel Prasad Shri-
kant Purohit, who were
arrested for their role in Ma-
legaon blast of 2008.

SC Bench says hearing Teesta case was a ‘mistake’

NEW DELHI: A two-judge Bench
of the Supreme Court admit-
ted on Monday that it com-
mitted a “mistake” on
September 11 when it heard
the case of Godhra riots ac-
tivist Teesta Setalvad and her
husband.

The Bench of Justices Anil
R. Dave and A.K. Goel said
the case was supposed to be
listed before a three-judge
Bench. The Bench had then
ordered extending interim
bail to the couple.

In September, the same
Bench had extended the in-
terim protection against ar-
rest of Ms. Setalvad and her
husband by four weeks in a
case of alleged embezzle-
ment of funds for a memorial
at Ahmedabad’s Gulberg So-
ciety that was devastated in
the 2002 riots. On Monday,

Teesta Setalvad has been
accused of embezzlement
of funds for a memorial
in Gulberg Society.

the Bench owned up to the
error when senior advocate
Kapil Sibal pushed for fur-
ther extension, saying the
couple’s bail period was com-
ing to an end on October 15.
When the Bench refused to
hear the plea, Mr. Sibal re-

minded the court that it was
the same Bench that heard
and passed the interim order
in September.

“We don’t know why this
matter has come before us...
We made a mistake the last
time... let the matter be post-
ed before an appropriate
Bench,” Justice Dave
responded.

Mr. Sibal drew the court’s
attention to the urgency of
the couple’s position and said
expiry of the existing bail pe-
riod on October 15 may lead
to their arrest. The court
then recorded the situation
in the day’s order and direct-
ed its Registry to list the case
before a three-judge Bench
“as soon as possible.”

In March this year, the
apex court had extended Ms.
Setalvad relief from arrest
while transferring their pet-
ition to a three-judge Bench.

The Gujarat police have ac-
cused the couple of embez-
zling crores of rupees
collected from residents of
the Gulbarg Society in the
name of constructing a me-
morial in honour of the riot
victims. The court had first
stayed their arrest on Febru-
ary 19, observing that “per-
sonal liberty cannot be put
on ventilator.”

In July, the Gujarat police
filed an affidavit opposing the
continued anticipatory bail
for Ms. Setalvad and her hus-
band, while reiterating their
accusations that the couple
misappropriated charity
funds meant for rehabilita-
tion of riots victims for their
own personal use.

The affidavit said the cou-
ple diverted funds collected
through their trusts — Sa-
brang Trust and Citizens for
Justice and Peace.

Trucks entering
Delhi to pay
green charge: SC

NEW DELHI: The Supreme Court
has ordered that all light and
commercial vehicles passing
through Delhi be made to pay an
environment compensation
charge (ECC), declaring that
Delhi residents have suffered
enough from the sly efforts of
polluting commercial vehicles
to skip higher toll tax on alterna-
tive routes.

A three-judge Bench led by
Chief Justice of India H.L. Dattu
reasoned that ECC along with
the toll tax would deter com-
mercial traffic travelling from
north India towards Jaipur and
onwards from opting for the
city’s roads, choking the resi-
dents. The court noted that toll
roads NH 71 and NH 71A, con-
necting Rewari and Panipat via
Jhajjar and Rohtak are alterna-
tive routes which obviate the
need to travel through Delhi.
But the truckers avoid them to
save tax.

“Thus, apart from the MCD
toll, it was necessary to impose
ECC to equalise the difference
in cost in travelling through al-
ternative routes,” the apex court
observedin the seven-page or-
der dated October 9 and upload-
ed on Monday on the Supreme
Court official website.

The court directed the Delhi
Government to immediately is-
sue a notification to levy the
charge, which would be oper-
ative for a period of four months
starting from November 1, 2015,
to February 29, 2016, on an ex-
perimental basis.

It said this order would over-
ride any order to the contrary by
any authority. The apex court
posted the case on February 3,
2016, to review implementation
of the mechanism.

The court fixed the tariffs in
two categories. Light duty vehi-
cles and two-axle trucks would
pay Rs. 700, while three-axle,
four-axle trucks and above
would pay Rs.1,300. Passenger
vehicles, ambulances and vehi-
cles carrying essential commod-
ities such as food stuffs and oil
tankers, would be exempted
from payment.

“The charge will be collected
by the toll operators without any
deduction and handed over to
the Delhi government every Fri-
day. The Delhi government shall
furnish accounts of the receipts
and the expenditure incurred to
Environment Pollution (Pre-
vention and Control)) Authority
[EPCA] and to this court each
quarter,” the court directed.

Making the governments of
Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan to
share responsibility with Delhi,
the court directed them to pro-
vide large-size billboards at
their exits pointing commercial
traffic to the diversions and take
steps to avoid traffic jams or oth-
er inconveniences.

The court also ordered the
Delhi government to install
CCTV cameras at nine of the to-
tal 127 entry points and organise
surprise visits to oversee the
ECC collections.

India firmly behind Palestine: Pranab

RAMALLAH: President Pranab
Mukherjee on Monday held
talks with his Palestinian
counterpart Mahmoud Abbas
in Ramallah where he reiter-
ated India’s economic and po-
litical support for the
Palestinians, and announced
projects for capacity building
in Gaza and West Bank.

The President has handed
over a cheque of $5 million to
the Palestinian government as
a budgetary support, Anil
Wadhwa, Secretary East at the
External Affairs Ministry, told
the accompanying media dele-
gation after high-level talks.

Both countries have also
announced five projects worth
$17.79 million aimed at capac-
ity building in the Palestinian
territories. The projects in-
clude a $12-million techno
park, a $4.5 million Palestine
Institute for Diplomacy and a
$1 million India-Palestine
Centre for Excellence in Gaza.

Mr. Mukherjee has arrived
in Ramallah at a time when
clashes between Palestinians
and Israeli security forces are
on the rise. On Monday, two

Palestinian President
Mahmoud Abbas
welcomes President
Pranab Mukherjee to the
West Bank city of
Ramallah on Monday.

Palestinians were shot dead
after they carried out stabbing
attacks against Israeli police
in Jerusalem. On Saturday, an
Israeli airstrike in the Gaza
strip, which is under the con-
trol of the Islamist Hamas,
had killed a pregnant Palesti-
nian woman and her three-
year old daughter.

Reflecting the complicated
security situation, the Presi-
dent and his entourage drove
from the Ben-Gurion airport
in Tel Aviv to the Bitunia
checkpoint which divides Is-
rael from Palestine. The Presi-
dent and members of the
delegation had to change from
Israeli vehicles to those ar-
ranged by Palestine.

In Ramallah, Mr. Mukher-
jee visited the Yasser Arafat
mausoleum, and paid floral
tribute to the late Palestinian
leader.

During the talks, Mr. Muk-
herjee reiterated India’s posi-
tion that it supports a peaceful
solution to the Israeli-Palesti-
nian crisis based on negotia-

tions and UN Security Council
resolutions. Mr. Wadhwa said
India would continue to sup-
port resolution on the forma-
tion of a Palestinian state
based on the 1967 border at
the UN.

Later in the day, at a state
banquet, Mr. Mukherjee invit-
ed Mr. Abbas to India. “I
would like to invite Your Ex-
cellency to visit India at a mu-
tually convenient time. It
would be an honour to receive
him in Delhi,” he said.

He said India’s empathy
with the Palestinian cause and
its support for the Palestinian
people has become an “inte-
gral part” of the country’s for-
eign policy.

‘38 Indians missing in Iraq are alive’

RAMALLAH: 38 Indians mis-
sing in Iraq for several
months are alive, according
to Palestinian President
Mahmoud Abbas, who,
however, provided no evi-
dence to back up the claim.

Mr. Abbas told President
Pranab Mukherjee that the

missing Indians are safe,
according to an Indian
spokesman who said that
no supporting evidence was
provided.

Textiles Ministry alleges large-scale import of cheap jute bags

NEW DELHI: The Union Tex-
tiles Ministry has unearthed
a major racket in large-scale
import of cheap jute bags
from Nepal and Bangladesh
by Indian manufacturers,
many of whom were supply-
ing these to government
agencies after putting their
own seals.

The Jute Packaging Mate-
rials (Compulsory Use in
Packing Commodities) Act,
1987, mandates that jute
bags supplied to government
agencies for packaging food-
grains and sugar under the
Public Distribution System

I %

(PDS) must be manufac-
tured by the supplier, using
only domestically produced
raw jute.

But with many Indian
manufacturers surrepti-
tiously supplying cheap im-
ported jute bags, their prices
have plummeted in the do-
mestic market, adversely af-
fecting lakhs of farmers and
jute mill workers across the
country. The current gov-
ernment procurement price
is Rs.43 a bag, while the im-
ported ones cost Rs.30-35 in
the open market.

“An estimated two lakh
bales (each containing 500
bags) are imported every

Cheap imported bags are sold as Indian to
govt. agencies for a higher procurement price

year,” said a senior govern-
ment official.

On Monday, The Hindu
had reported a scam involv-
ing alleged pilferage, illegal
sale and recycling of new
bags supplied to State gov-
ernment agencies, which is
currently being probed by
the Central Bureau of
Investigation.

RTI activist Gouri Shan-
kar Jain said suppliers also
produced fake raw jute pro-
curement bills to conceal the

sale of imported bags to the
government. “Several manu-
facturers under-report the
number of imported bags,
pushing the unreported lot
into the PDS system.
Through over-invoicing,
they inflate outgoing remit-
tances and round-trip the
rest of the amount through
the hawala channel. It is
nothing but black money,”
he said.

Many manufacturers, par-
ticularly those based in Bi-

har, have also set up mills in
Nepal, it is suspected. Mills
in Nepal procure raw jute
from India, manufacture
bags and sell them to clients
in India.

Over the past few years,
Ministry sources said the
jute mafia has used individu-
als to import bags from Ne-
pal without detection. “They
recruited individual players
for as low as Rs.5,000 a
month. First they obtained
an importer-exporter code
for the agents from the Di-
rectorate General of Foreign
Trade offices. Then they got
them registered with the
Jute Commissioner’s Office

to facilitate import of the
bags from Nepal,” said an-
other official.

After the fraud was detect-
ed, the Jute Commissioner’s
Office cancelled over 300
such registrations last
month and set new terms
and conditions for new reg-
istrations. Now, applicants
are required to file monthly
returns on imports and sales.
The subsequent buyers also
have to furnish the neces-
sary details.

Raw jute traders and mill
workers in different parts of
the country have been alleg-
ing that several manufactur-
ers, who draw subsidies from

the government and get easy
loans, have not been clearing
their dues running into hun-
dreds of crores. Last year,
workers at a Kanpur mill got
a police case registered
against the owners, alleging
that while the latter had shut
the mill, they were still sup-
plying jute to government
agencies. In another in-
stance, the RTI activist said,
jute traders in West Bengal
filed a complaint with Union
Textiles Minister Santosh
Kumar Gangwar, accusing
an owner of shutting down
his mill and disposing of the
machinery without clearing
dues of over Rs.100 crore.

NEW DELHI DOES A BALANCING ACT WITH EXERCISES IN KUNMING AND BAY OF BENGAL

ndia’s attempt to keep China engaged
in a military-cooperation cycle while it
bolsters defence ties with the United
States and Japan is becoming striking-
ly illustrated this week with the joint
counter-terror drills in Kunming, as
well as the Malabar-2015 naval exer-
cises in the Bay of Bengal.

The joint Hand-in-Hand counter-
terrorism exercises between India and
China started on Monday, following
the arrival of 175 personnel from the
Naga Regiment of the Eastern Com-
mand in Kunming. An equal number of
Chinese personnel from the Chengdu-
based 14 Corps are participating in the
manoeuvres whose aim is “to develop
joint operating capability, share useful
experience in counter-terrorism oper-
ations and to promote friendly ex-
changes between the armies of India
and China.”

This year’s annual exercise kicked
off with addresses at Kunming’s Da-
bangiao Training Base by Lieutenant-
General Surinder Singh, Head of Ob-
servers Delegation, and Ashok K.
Kantha, India’s Ambassador to China,
and Lieutenant-General Zhou Xiaoz-
hou from China. While these exercises
will continue till October 22, the much
larger Malabar-2015 naval drills, with
the U.S. and Japan will commence lat-
er this week in the Bay of Bengal.

Beijing’s concerns

In view of the growing tensions with
Japan, the Chinese are focusing on the
format of this exercise to gauge wheth-
er the joint India-U.S. exercises are
morphing into a trilateral framework
with Tokyo as a permanent participa-
nt. If that happens, it will re-open the
question whether Indian foreign pol-
icy is now shifting gears towards an
active support for the U.S.-led “Asia-
Pivot.”

The Chinese perceive President Ba-
rack Obama’s “Asia Pivot” or “reba-
lance” doctrine as a thinly veiled
attempt aimed at China’s contain-
ment. Japan, South Korea and Austra-
lia are firm allies in this enterprise, but
New Delhi has so far carefully avoided
in bracketing itself with the coalition,

Monitoring Malabar 2015

Analysts say that China’s sharper fo-
cus on the Malabar 2015 can be attri-
buted to the first meeting of the
Foreign Ministers of India, U.S., and
Japan in New York last month where
the exercise was discussed, according
to a media note circulated by the U.S.
State Department. The statement also
noted the “growing convergence” of
the three countries in the Indo-Pacific
region, referring to the sea-space on
either side of the strategic Strait of
Malacca, which is the lifeline of East-
West trade.

‘Asian century’

Regarding the Kunming exercise, a
write-up in the Global Times, a state-
run tabloid, pointed out at that China

and India “have agreed to enhance
their military cooperation, and to
boost people-to-people exchanges.” It
noted that New Delhi has also pro-
posed joint forays in counter-terror-
ism, along with combating smuggling
by sea and anti-piracy operations. The
article signalled India and China’s
shared interest in what has been de-
scribed as an emerging new world or-
der centred around the
Brazil-Russia-India-China-South
Africa (BRICS) grouping.

“A grander mission is that as repre-
sentatives of emerging economies and
members of the BRICS countries, both
Beijing and New Delhi should boost
their cooperation while improving
themselves, in order to jointly create
an Asian century, make breakthroughs
in the current financial order, and
forge a new global economic order that
is more in line with emerging markets’
interests,” the daily observed.

India, China begin counter-terrorism drills

Not worried
about Malabar
drills: Beijing

NEW DELHI: While the Indian Army was
conducting joint counter-terror drills with
the Chinese inKunming, the navies of U.S.
and India and the Japanese Maritime Self
Defence Force began interactions in the
run up to Exercise Malabar 2015 in the
Bay of Bengal. Ten ships — four of U.S.,
five from India and one from Japan — are
participating in the exercise that is being
closely watched by China.

Chinese Foreign Ministry
spokesperson Hua Chunying reacted
sharply when asked about the
exercise on Monday: “You mentioned
India is having naval exercises with U.S.
and Japan and you ask whether China is
concerned. | think you are thinking too
much...Everyday a lot of activities take
place around the world. We cannot
connect every activity with China.”

"“We are not that fragile and we are
having sound relationship with both India
and the U.S. We hope that relevant
activities will contribute to the regional
stability they will contribute more
positive energy for that,"” she added.

The motley army exercise between
India and China pales in front of the scale
and size of the naval drills involving the
three countries, where the U.S. is fielding
a massive aircraft carrier with 90
fighters, a nuclear submarine, and two
other warships and a P-8A Poseidon
maritime surveillance aircraft. The Indian
side is fielding a Rajput class destroyer,
two other ships, a conventional
submarine and a P-81 maritime
surveillance aircraft. Japanese Maritime
Self Defence Force is deploying an
Akizuki-class guided missile destroyer.

The exercise will begin onOctober
16in full swing after the ships are in the
high seas, and will go on for four days.

In 2007, when the Malabar exercise
featured countries other than just India
and U.S., China raised objections.

NEW YORK: Professor Angus
Deaton, a British economist,
was awarded the Nobel Me-
morial Prize in Economic
Science on Monday for im-
proving the accuracy of basic
economic gauges, including
measures of income, poverty
and consumption.

Prof. Deaton, 69, of Prin-
ceton, is best known for his
insight that economic aver-
ages such as measures of na-
tional income could be
misleading, because they
concealed important varia-
tions among individuals.

Prof. Deaton was born in
Scotland, and is a British and
U.S. citizen. Speaking by
phone at the news confer-
ence held to announce the
prize on Monday, he said the
message of his work was
mostly optimistic.

“My general message is,
my measurements tend to
show that things are getting
better, but there is a lot of
work still to be done,” he
said. Prof. Deaton said he was
“pretty sleepy” when he got
the call telling him that he
had won. “I was surprised
and delighted,” he said. “It
was wonderful to hear the
voices of my friends on the
committee.”

Prof. Deaton’s name has
long appeared on lists of like-
ly candidates for the eco-
nomics prize. He was an
early contributor to one of
the defining trends in mod-
ern economics: the emphasis
on building models of broad
economic trends from the
ground up, using data about
individual behaviour rather
than relying on averages. He
then used this carefully con-
structed data to address large
questions about wealth,
health and well-being.

“He is the one who has
brought very careful statisti-
cal analysis of household
choices into development ec-
onomics,” said Dani Rodrik,
a professor of international
political economy at Har-
vard.

But Prof. Rodrik empha-
sised that the Nobel lau-
reate’s work avoided
sweeping conclusions. —
New York Times News

NEW DELHI: “My current re-
search focuses on the de-
terminants of health in rich
and poor countries, as well
as on the measurement of
poverty in India and
around the world,” declares
the profile page of Prof. An-
gus Deaton, the winner of
the 2015 Nobel Prize for
Economics, who is the
Dwight D. Eisenhower Pro-
fessor of Economics and
International Affairs at the
Woodrow Wilson School of
Public and International
Affairs and the Economics
Department at Princeton
University.

Prof. Deaton is best
known for his work on
health, well being, and eco-
nomic development. Mea-
suring poverty is often
based on snapshot surveys
of income levels, but Prof.
Deaton is lauded for adopt-
ing groups or cohorts of the
population and examining
the improvements, or not,
in their well- being.

Much of his research
concerns the trickledown
theory and seeks to answer
the question: why there has
been so much growth in the
world, and so little poverty
reduction. For instance, he
has written “the economic
reforms of the early 1990s
in India were followed by
rates of economic growth
that were high by historical
standards. The effects on
poverty remain controver-
sial.”

The answer to this puz-
zle, he says, lies in deep
contradictions between the
data sources used to mea-
sure growth and those used
to measure poverty. “The
history of poverty lines in
India is a case study in the
interaction of science and
politics, with political dis-
cussions often claiming a
scientific basis, sometimes
with justification, more of-
ten without,” he says in Da-
ta and Dogma: The Great
Indian Poverty Debate that
he co-authored with Vale-

rie Kozel, who worked at
the World Bank.

In an article he wrote for
The Hindu last year, Prof.
Deaton rejected most of the
recommendations of the
panel on poverty headed by
former Reserve Bank Gov-
ernor C. Rangarajan except
for the one seeking that en-
titlement programmes in
India be delinked from the
poverty line and urged giv-
ing up of the BPL-targeting,.

To design economic pol-
icy that promotes welfare
and reduces poverty, we
must first understand indi-
vidual consumption choic-
es, said the Royal Swedish
Academy of Sciences said
on Monday. “More than
anyone else, Angus Deaton
has enhanced this under-
standing. By linking de-
tailed individual choices

and aggregate outcomes,
his research has helped
transform the fields of mi-
croeconomics, macroeco-
nomics, and development
economics.”

His recent work also cov-
ers assessment of the levels
of happiness. Along with
Daniel Kahneman, a psy-
chologist who won the No-
bel memorial prize in
economics, he concluded
that income is better at
buying some forms of hap-
piness than others. Prof.
Deaton’s Nobel is recogni-
tion of the latest revolution
in economics that lays em-
phasis on empirical studies,
especially of data on
individuals.
‘Far-reaching
implications’

Development economist
Jean Dreze called Prof.
Deaton “not only a brilliant
economist but also a for-
midable scholar and a great
writer.”

“He has shown how in-
telligent use of survey data
can illuminate momentous
issues of human welfare
and contribute to public
reasoning,” Prof. Dreze
said, adding: “Deaton’s
work has important impli-
cations not only for the
substance of economic pol-
icy in India, but also for the
process of policy-making.
On the substance, his work
calls for significant reth-
inking of policy priorities,
with much greater atten-
tion to the social sector in
particular. On the process,
Angus Deaton is very com-
mitted to the idea that pub-
lic policy should be an
outcome of democratic
practice, as opposed, say, to
professional expertise or
randomised controlled
trials. That, again, has sig-
nificant implications since
the Indian government is
constantly trying to insu-
late economic policy from
public debate.”

Industrial output up 6.4% in Aug.
CPI inflation at 4.4% in September

NEW DELHI: Growth in retail in-
flation accelerated to 4.4 per
cent in September following
three months of deceleration.
Consumer Price index infla-
tion was 3.7 per cent in Au-
gust. Industrial production,
as measured by the Index of
Industrial Production, grew a
robust 6.4 per cent in August
compared to 4.2 per cent in
July. This is the highest
growth in the IIP since Octo-
ber 2012.

“On the whole, these esti-
mates put forward certain
positive indications of growth
revival, however, the policy
makers need to continue with
the proactive stance to sup-
port these developments,”
said Rana Kapoor, President,
Assocham.

“The good performance of
manufacturing, capital goods
and consumer durables sec-
tor in particular seems to
have resulted in the favour-
able development,” Mr. Ka-
poor added.

The manufacturing sector
grew 6.9 per cent in August
compared to 4.6 per cent in
July. While this is at variance
with the private sector PMI
data, which showed lower
growth in August than in Ju-
ly, the growth of the electric-
ity sector, which is one
indicator of manufacturing
activity, suggests that manu-
facturing is picking up.

INDEX OF INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION
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The electricity sector grew
by 5.6 per cent in August, the
third consecutive month of
accelerated growth. July saw
the sector grow at only 3.5 per
cent. The mining & quarrying
sector also saw its growth
pick up, to 3.8 per cent in Au-
gust from 0.9 per cent in July.

By usage, the capital goods
sector more than doubled its
rate of growth, registering
21.8 per cent in August com-
pared to 10.6 per cent in July.
The consumer durables sec-
tor grew at 17 per cent in Au-
gust, up from 10.3 per cent in
July.

The pick-up in manufac-
turing combined with the
consumer durables data sug-
gests that, as confirmation of
Finance Minister Arun Jait-
ley’s repeated assertions,
consumer demand is rising
again. Food inflation in the
CPI grew 4.3 per cent in Sep-
tember compared to 2.9 per
cent in August. At the same
time, the clothing & footwear
category saw growth of 6 per
cent in September compared
to 0.4 per cent in August.
These two sectors also serve
as limited indicators of con-
sumer demand.

Imported tur dal will come into market
from October 15, fresh tender floated

NEW DELHI: Even as the Centre
on Monday floated a fresh
tender for import of 2,000
tonnes of tur dal to augment
supplies, the State-run Ken-
driya Bhandars and Safal out-
lets will start selling earlier
stocks of imported arhar from
October 15.

The fresh imports will be
delivered by next month to
ease the situation during the
festival season.

The price of tur dal has
multiplied several-fold on ac-
count of shortfall in produc-
tion taking the price of the

pulse to about Rs.150 per kg
in Delhi markets.

The government is still
working out its pricing for the
imported dal but Kendriya
Bhandar and Safal will lift
their supplies before milling
at Rs.69 per kg. However,
what will come to the market
will include cost of process-
ing, packaging as well as
transportation. Sources said
the price would be lower than
the retail market price.

Panel price review

These decisions were taken
at a meeting of an inter-min-
isterial committee, headed by

Consumer Affairs Secretary
C. Vishwanath. The panel re-
viewed the pulses price
situation.

To control pulses prices in
other states, imported dal has
been allocated to states as per
their request. Allocations to
Andhra Pradesh and Tamil
Nadu have been made, the
statement said.

MMTC has contracted to
import 5,000 tonnes of tur
dal, out of which 3,250 tonnes
have landed at Chennai and
Mumbai ports. The public
sector firm has separately
contracted to import 5,000
tonnes of urad.

The panel agreed to ap-
point an independent agency
of experts for prior forecast of
availability for effective and
timely market intervention,
an official press note said.

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Some thoughts on how an Indian should respond to the outrage against freedoms

The who, what and where of Dadri

n September 28, a murderous mob got
together to kill a man ostensibly for
having kept some beef in his refriger-
ator. They seriously injured his young
son and misbehaved with the women
in his family. All of this over beef, a
meat Indians have consumed for cen-
turies.

Who were these people? Why did
they kill a man over an item of food?
What did they achieve out of it? All of
us in India have for a fortnight been
besieged by these questions.

Let’s start with the facts. It was not
just a Hindu mob killing a Muslim, it
was an anti-national mob attacking In-
dia’s plurality, diversity and inclusive-
ness. By killing Akhlaq, a 50-year-old
Muslim ironsmith, for having beef in
his house, they were attacking our col-
lective Indianness and the freedoms
it gives us. They were also illustrating
what India can become — a right-wing,
intolerant country where majoritari-
anism trumps basic human rights.

Akhlaq and his family had lived with
their Hindu neighbours peacefully
for decades. The man could easily be
a Sikh in Delhi in 1984 or a Kashmiri
Pandit in Srinagar in the early 1990s.
His crime was not that he may have
had beef in the house, which is no
crime at all. His crime was that a po-
litical party wanted a corpse and he
was vulnerable. This mob was not just
murdering Akhlaq but attacking the
most fundamental values of India —
inclusiveness, tolerance and freedom.

To read this merely as a communal
eventwouldbe incorrect. It’snotabout
beef or bread, or about the religious
sentiments of Hindus. Most Hindus
have been historically meat-eaters,
and there is enough historical evidence
to prove such beef consumption. This
incidentis a carefully scripted murder,
a stage-managed political event in-
tended to further polarise the Indian
people. In particular, it is intended to

create a false anxiety amongst India’s
majority, and a climate of fear among
the minorities.

The politics and deliberate misin-
terpretation that have followed this
murder are perhaps more heinous
than the crime itself. Bharatiya Jana-
ta Party leaders have gone on to make
provocative remarks defending the
incident, while others have dismissed
it as an unfortunate one. The only
vestige of humanity and Indianness
came from Akhlaq’s son, an Indian Air
Force employee, who spoke about the
incident. His grace even in grief was in
stark contrast to those who have cited
religion, history, culture and public
sentiment to cleverly mislead the pub-
lic. Even in his grief he reminded us of
our Indianess, quoting Mazhaab nahi
sikhata aapas mein bar karna.

The truth is that Hindus have been
eating beef long before Muslims ar-

rived here. Instead of focussing on
this historical fact, the public debate
is a carefully woven narrative to make
India see this as a Hindu vs minorities
issue. The cow has been misappropri-
ated as a symbol of Hindu faith and
pride. It is repulsive to see what Hin-
dutva is doing to Hinduism — shriv-
elling it into an ugly monster. Here is
a matter of common knowledge: even
the leather we use and the cricket balls
we play with are made out of the cow’s
hide. Will every Hindu give up leath-
er and cricket now as well? Similarly,
Hindus in Kerala eat beef while others
may not. Should we then kill them in
Kerala?

Indians must remember this is only

obfuscation. We are being fed a staple
diet of hate, and dislike for the ‘other’.
We are being told the cow is at risk —
only from the minorities. Not from
the ill-treatment they receive on city
streets, the fact that some Hindus eat
beef, or that leather is extracted from
their carcasses.

In the end we have to remember
that holy cow or not, there is little in
common amongst most Indians — ex-
cept the ideas of a plural, diverse, in-
clusive, equal and secular country. A
person from Delhi may not have much
in common with another from Chen-
nai or Kolkata. They often don’t speak
the same language, or eat the same
sort of food, or wear the same kind of

clothes. This is our truth. We exist as a
nation because we believe in each oth-
er’sright to live freely without fear and
oppression.

Much like British colonialists, our
politicians seem determined to divide
us by means of religion, diet, language,
region or dress. Hence it is now our job
to protect the idea of a diverse and plu-
ral society and country. As Indians, not
Hindus, Muslims, Sikhs or Christians,
we need to take a moment to consid-
er who we are as a people if we do not
accord the same freedom to that we
want for ourselves? It’s not about beef,
aparticular book, or a religion — these
are not under attack. It’s the very idea
of India as a free society that is under

To buy or not to buy: those million-dollar strategies

ave you ever bought some-
ching you didn’t really

need, only to regret the
purchase later? I admit I have. And
if you are a human being, chances
are that your answer will be ‘yes’
too. In that case, reading this is
going to be a ‘life-saver’, and ‘mon-
ey-saver’ as well.

Sowhy do we get tempted to buy
things even when we may not need
them at all? The answer is not a
simple one, and falls in the realm
of what is often referred to as ‘con-
sumer and advertisement psy-
chology’.

The mind, simply put, has two
components: a smart human one
(that thinks before it does any-
thing), and a primitive-impulsive
one (that jumps upon what it
wants). ‘They’ play with the sec-
ond component. The trick is to
activate that component and not
allow the first one to do its job.

‘Flash sales’, ‘shopping festi-
vals’, ‘registration/invitation-based
sales’, and so on create a false per-
ception of scarcity or exclusive-
ness that makes the primate in us
pounce upon the item, as if it is the
last one on post-apocalyptic earth.
Here our ‘smart brain’ is bypassed.
Slogans such as ‘shopping makes
me happy, happy’, gives our mon-
key brain the illusion of ‘buying
happiness’. And you ‘shop till you
drop’. The words ‘sale’ and ‘dis-
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count’ give us a false impression of
‘saving’. They tag a Rs. 100 item at
Rs.150 and then offer a 30 per cent
discount.

Some may ask, what is wrong
with all this? Isn’t it desirable for
the nation’s economic growth?
But our mantra should be ‘con-
sume to live’, not ‘live to consume’.
Thereis a thin line between spend-
ing on necessities and splurging
without a thought for tomorrow.
Not crossing that line is the key.

There are several ‘ills’ that come
with crossing it. The consumer
over-spends, even taking loans,
and this eats into future plans. And
in some really stupid cases people
even sell their kidneys.

So, why do we get persuaded so
easily to part with our hard-earned
money? Because we don’t think.
We don’t think hard enough be-
fore we buy stuff. If you do think,
with your ‘smart brain’, you will
see that thin line and make choices
consciously to buy or not to.

However, it’s not that easy, as

‘they’ have their ‘weapons’.
They will try to use your own psy-
chology against you. You will have
to fight. But worry not; if they have
tricks, so do we. Here are some
(psychological) weapons to use.
Your mind is your strongest
weapon. Think before you buy,
before you click that ‘Buy Now’
button on online sites. Judge
whether you really need that item.
Beware of trick-words such as
‘sale’, ‘discount’, ‘coupon code’,
and ‘only for today’.

KOLKATA: Football legend Pele
had an evening to remember as
he renewed his acquaintance

Pele feted all the 13 players
and coach P.K. Banerjee who
were present to receive the
honour from the greatest foot-
baller on earth at the Netaji
Indoor Stadium on Monday
evening.

Start at the base is Pele’s advice

KOLKATA: Grassroots develop-
ment is the key, said Brazilian
legend Pele as he held forth on
a number of topics in his first
public appearance in the city
after 38 years here on Monday.

“Start working at the base, it
is important to train kids for
the future,” said Pele in re-
sponse to Sourav Ganguly’s
“Please suggest a way for the
development of Indian foot-
ball.” Ganguly, who has seen
India reach the pinnacle as its
cricket captain, put the ques-
tion to Pele as one of the own-
ers of Atletico de Kolkata.

With age telling on him, the
74-year-old legend had sought
a day’s rest — he had reached
the city on Sunday morning —
before starting his hectic itin-
erary for the next 48 hours.

Ganguly, a recent entrant to
sports administration after be-
ing elected president of the
Cricket Association of Bengal,
asked specifically about anoth-
er underdeveloped aspect of
Indian football —
infrastructure.

“You have to give players the
chance to go abroad and play
and gain experience. They can
then come here and share their
experiences. But, firstly, you
have to support the base,” re-
plied Pele. “You should have
football in universities, schools
and colleges. It is important to
start the sport at the right lev-
el,” added Pele.

Ganguly was perhaps uncon-
sciously repeating the question
on development first put to
Pele by the then Mohun Bagan
captain Subrata Bhattacharya
when he first visited the city in
1977 with New York Cosmos to
play an exhibition match
against the Kolkata giant.

Pele had not answered then,
as Bhattacharya recalled, but
the Brazilian, wise with age and
experience, chose to reply to a
question that is still pertinent
even after four decades.

A lot of questions were re-
served for Pele on the contro-
versy and allegations of
corruption at the highest level
plaguing the sport’s world gov-
erning body — FIFA. The Bra-
zilian’s one line reply was: “No,
I do not have the intention of
becoming FIFA president.”

The questions next veered to
the comparisons of the best
players in world football and
specifically about the current
state of football.

time players belonged to the
clubs, but the players now be-
long to the impresarios,” Pele
said, meaning that modern day
footballers are more commer-
cial-minded, dominated by
agents and managers.

“Modern day football is
tough, but yes, I would have
still achieved the same feat that
I'had so many years back. Foot-
ballers are born and gain skills
as a gift of God,” he said even as
he recalled the support of the
many talented colleagues who
made him what he is.

“I had some great team-
mates like Garrincha, Didi and
Vava. Later I played with the
likes of Zico. When I was with
New York Cosmos, I played
alongside Franz Beckenbauer
and Giorgio Chinaglia, who
were also great footballers. I
did not play alone. There was
someone who always played
beside and with me to make us
succeed as a team,” Pele said.

When he was asked to pick
his best, Pele partitioned his
preferences, saying Bobby
Moore of England was the best
of his time and hailed Argen-
tine Lionel Messi as the best in
the last 10 years.

“People do not take much
notice of defenders. To me the
best was Bobby Moore. But
over the last ten years, without
adoubt, it is Messi,” Pele said.

On the comparison between
Portugal’s Cristiano Ronaldo
and Messi, Pele said, “A lot of
people compare Messi with
Ronaldo. But they are players
of a different kind. Ronaldo is
more of a scorer, more like a
centre-forward. Messi plays
deeper. But both are fantastic.”

Pele went on to add the
name of Brazilian Neymar in
the comparison. “Neymar, no
doubt, could be one of the best
players at the moment. I hope
Neymar wins a trophy for Bra-
zil. He hails from Santos, the
club I used to play for. My son
Edinho was the one who
trained him, so I feel proud and
happy,” Pele said.

He rued the absence of a
good club league structure in
his own country which sees the
players moving to Europe and
failing as a team when turning
out for Brazil.

“We have some of the best
players in Brazil, but, unfortu-
nately, we did not have much
time to prepare the team be-
fore the World Cup.

“You have to have the play-
ers together for alonger time to
prepare, better but that is not
possible as most of them are
playing in Europe. Nowadays
players’ managers decide if
they should play for the coun-
try or the club,” Pele ended
with a note of concern.

LONDON: Former New Zealand cricketer Lou
Vincent told a London courtroom on Monday
that he had helped to fix matches under
“direct orders” from his captain, Chris Cairns.

Speaking at Cairns’s perjury trial, Vincent,
36, said that Cairns persuaded him to take
part in match-fixing while they were playing
for the Chandigarh Lions in the Indian

Cricket League in 2008.

“I was under direct orders from Chris
Cairns to get involved in fixing,” said Vincent,
who claimed Cairns promised him $50,000

per game to under-perform.

Former New Zealand captain Cairns, who
is also accused of perverting the course of
justice, denies the charges facing him.

The charges relate to a libel case that
Cairns, 45, brought against Lalit Modji, the
founder of the Indian Premier League (IPL),

in March 2012.

Cairns successfully sued Modi for £1.4
million after being accused of match-fixing on
Twitter in January 2010, but now faces
allegations that he lied during the case.

Vincent, now retired, said he had turned
down an approach to get involved in match-
fixing from an Indian man who had offered
him cash and the use of a prostitute.

But he claimed that when he told Cairns,
captain of the Chandigarh Lions, about the
approach, he was told: “You’re working for me

now.”

“Immediately I went to Chris Cairns and
told him what had happened,” Vincent said.
"The deal, the room, the woman and being

2016 re-scheduled

CHENNAI: The South Asian
Games 2016, which was original-
ly scheduled between January
10 and 20 at Guwahati and Shil-
long, is now set to take place in
the second fortnight of Febru-
ary. The decision was taken
unanimously at a meeting of the
South Asian Olympic Council
here on Sunday.

IOA president N. Ramachan-
dran, who chaired the meeting,
said the decision to re-schedule
was taken in keeping with the
request of some of the members,
and factoring in the non-condu-
cive climatic conditions at the
hosting venues in January.

“The exact dates would be
communicated to the various
national Olympic committees in
the next 15 days after consulta-
tions with all stake holders, in-
cluding the Government of
India and the governments of
Assam and Meghalaya. The IOA
would also be consulting the
Chief Ministers of both these
states in this regard,” he said.

Spin duo Saeed Ajmal and
Abdur Rehman were England’s
tormentors back then, taking
43 wickets for an average of 15.6
runs, but they are absent this
time so Shah and Babar will be
Pakistan’s main spin threat in
the three-Test series.

Both are late bloomers.

Shah, 29, made his Test debut
last year and has since claimed
61 wickets in 10 matches includ-
ing 24 against Sri Lanka in July.
Babar, 36, has 42 wickets in 10
matches following his 2013
bow.

“The way he (Shah) is bowl-
ing he’s a threat to every team,
he’s our strength,” said Pakis-
tan captain Misbah-ul-Hagq, 41.

“To win a Test match, a se-

ries, you can’t just focus on one
bowler. Zulfigar and the fast
bowlers will play a key role be-
cause of the reverse swing, es-
pecially with the new ball.”

Crucial

Younis Khan, Pakistan’s all-
time third-highest run scorer,
will be crucial to the host’s bat-
ting hopes especially after Az-
har Ali was ruled out of the first
Test due to injury.

Most Pakistan players ar-
rived in the UAE on Wednesday
from a one-day series in Zim-
babwe. The team opted for just
one warm-up match, a sign of
confidence about playing in
their adopted UAE home where
Pakistan remains unbeaten in
seven series.

“Any away team these days
seem to be the underdogs,” En-
gland coach Trevor Bayliss told
reporters.

“Experience-wise, we've got
some young players but players
with a lot of ability and skill.
There’s no reason why we can’t
play some good cricket and if we
play some good cricket we’ll be
hard to beat.”

Meanwhile, England fast
bowler Steven Finn will miss
the first Test against Pakistan
with a foot injury, the England

and Wales Cricket Board (ECB)
announced on Monday.

The 26-year-old has sus-
tained a stress injury to his left
foot and will therefore sit out of
the opening match in the three-
Test series.

Finn first felt pain in his foot
during England’s second warm-
up match against Pakistan ‘A’ in
Sharjah last week, but took part
in a nets session on Sunday. Joe
Root, the world’s third-ranked
batsman, will be England’s
main scoring hope after many
of the specialist batsmen strug-
gled in the Ashes.

Allrounder Moeen Ali, a
handy off-spinner and regular
at No.8, seems likely to become

Cook’s seventh opening
partner.

INDORE: Other than the 16
wickets that he took on Test
debut (eight for 61 and eight
for 75) against the West In-
dies at Madras in 1988, the
wily Narendra Hirwani has a
memory he so preciously
cherishes. He was given the
best bowler’s award in an ex-
hibition match. Not for taking
wickets in a heap. It was for
not letting G.R. Viswanath
play the cut. Well, some
achievement that!

Hiru, as he is fondly known
in cricket circles, can’t sit
still. He must make various
actions with his wrist, fingers,
hip and feet - movements that
left many batsmen in a daze,
unable to fathom the flight
and turn that this leg-spinner
imparted, without once let-
ting his mind be influenced by
the state of the pitch.

He last played a Test in
1996 and an ODI in 1992. His

first-class career ended in
2005 with an aggregate of 732
wickets off 42,890 balls in 167
matches. Surprisingly, he on-
ly figured in 17 Tests and 18
ODIs despite that explosive
start to his career when he ac-
counted for the great Viv Ri-
chards in both innings.

Sadly, he watches the de-
cline of his tribe, the spinner,
from the sidelines. Cricket is
an inseparable component of
his life. He will stop and cor-
rect a bowler if he sees a flaw
even in a street contest. “I am
not one obsessed with tech-
nique but I want things to be
done correctly,” he says.

At 46, he has no cricketing
dreams left apart from mon-
itoring the progress of his son,
Mihir. He too bowls leg-spin.
What ails spin? Hiru smiles.
“To be termed a spinner you
need to spin the ball,” he says.
“I see very few bowlers spin
the ball. If the pitch is helpful,
you may not be able to differ-

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entiate a good spinner from a
bad one. But if the pitch is
placid, you will have to work
hard to get the ball to turn.
That is where you will find a
good spinner.”

Hirulaments the absence of
hip movement - the trigger to
impart revolutions to the ball.
“The part played by the hip is
as important as the shoulder,
fingers and wrist,” he says.
“Flight depends on how much
you can spin the ball. It comes
from practice. It is science
too. Of course, patience is of
paramount importance. To-
day, the youngsters are in a
hurry, probably the pace of
life affects their game too.
Quick, quick, quick. It doesn’t
help.”

He advocates long hours of
training. Five-hundred balls a
day. “Itis important to dream.
Today, parents dream for
their child, add pressure.
None of my family members
came to the ground to watch

me. It helped me.”

What if he is appointed spin
guru? “I would scout myself,
develop the natural flair of the
young bowlers. Technique
counts, but I won’t tamper
with his natural action. A
coach has to be passionate
and not driven by needs. He
should be hurt if his pupil
fails. This trait is missing to-
day. A spinner has to be hun-
gry. His coach, too.”

A thinking cricketer like
Hirwani can be expected to
work in his field and look for
quality slow bowlers. A spin-
ner is not a member merely
included to give the seamers
rest or meet the demands of
the over-rate.

He is a match-winner. Just
like Hirwani, who buried a
team as mighty as the West
Indies single-handed. He is
keen to unearth a few from
the domestic league, for India
needs to play to its strength:
“Spin,” Hirwani emphasises.

Stem-cell therapy for foetuses
to fight brittle-bone disease

PARIS: Foetuses burdened
with a crippling form of
brittle-bone disease will
receive stem-cell treatment
early next year in a
pioneering trial, British
hospitals participating in
the study said on Monday.

Stem cells will be injected
into the foetuses to help
strengthen bones so frail
they may break before birth,
the researchers said, and
into stricken babies to
compare the results.

Children with severe
forms of the condition,
called osteogenesis
imperfecta, suffer repeated
fractures throughout the
skeleton, leading to painful
disability and, in some
cases, death in early infancy.

The symptoms include
brittle teeth, hearing loss,
and breathing difficulties
due to malformed rib cages.
There is no cure.

Genetic in origin, brittle-
bone disease affects about
one in 25,000 people of
European descent.

The condition is caused
by a defect in a gene that
produces collagen, a fibre-

Children with
osteogenesis
imperfecta suffer
repeated fractures

like protein crucial for
strengthening bone, much
in the way steel rods
reinforce concrete.

The trials, coordinated by
the Karolinska Institute in
Sweden where the stem-cell
treatment was developed,
will involve a group of
foetuses and a group of
babies.

Collagen levels

Each group will receive
injections of stem cells
specialised in boosting
collagen levels in infants’
growing bones.

Stem cells are primitive
cells which, as they grow,
differentiate into the
various specialised cells
that make up the different
organs — the brain, the
heart, the kidney, and so on.

The approach had already
been tested on a handful of

young children suffering
from brittle-bone disease,
with encouraging results,
said the Karolinska
Institute’s Cecilia
Gotherstrom.

“But we believe that we
can improve the treatment
for other patients by
administering it to the
foetus and again in repeated
doses during the child’s first
years of life,” she said in a
statement.

A dozen research
institutes, hospitals and
pharmaceutical companies
across Europe are
participating in the trial.

Lyn Chitty of the Great
Ormond Street Hospital for
children in London will
conduct genetic testing of
women at high risk of
carrying children with the
disease, to find subjects for
the trial.

“If successful, this project
may be one of the first to
show that certain
conditions can begin to be
treated prior to birth,
leading to better outcomes
for the child,” according to
the hospital. — AFP

‘Power’ dressing, literally

MELBOURNE: Researchers have
created stretchable and elec-
trically conductive fibres that
can be braided and knitted us-
ing traditional techniques to
create garments that monitor
human movement.

The ability to arrange dif-
ferent types of fibres with pre-
determined spatial
organisation gives colour and
vibrancy to traditional textiles
and comfort to those who
wear them. By replacing con-
ventional fibres with those
that can conduct electricity,
researchers can allow for
monitoring of human move-
ment using garments and
storing the energy required to
power such a function. Re-
searchers of the Australian
Research Council Centre of

Electrically
conductive fibres help
create garments that
monitor movement

Excellence for Electromate-
rials Science (ACES) have cre-
ated new fibre structures and
used traditional knitting and
braiding techniques to intro-
duce both these capabilities in
wearable structures. A knitted
textile based on the polymeric
composite fibres, produced at
the Australian National Fab-
rication Facility, is highly sen-
sitive, stable and able to detect
a wide range of human
movement.

The team demonstrated a
working device with remote

sensing capabilities using a
knee sleeve prototype of the
fabric that “talks” to a com-
mercial wireless receiver.

These fibres are not only
stretchable but also conduct
electricity. This combination
of properties allows the fibres
to respond to body movement.

For energy storage, the ma-
terials that make up a battery
have been braided into appro-
priate arrangements to deliver
energy storage -capabilities,
researchers said.

“We are able to take funda-
mental advances in materials
science and engineering and
to realise wearable structures
for use in sports training and
rehabilitation applications,”
ACES Director Gordon Wal-
lace said. — PTI

Not a restroom, it’s the ‘fitth space’

set to become the “fifth
space” besides family, work,

Group says the restrooms will
be a multifunctional public
space, which will have Wi-Fi
coverage, an ATM, charging
devices for mobile phones
and electric vehicles, the Peo-
ple’s Daily reported.

Basic physical examin-
ation, such as measurement
of blood pressure and heart
rate and urine analysis, can
also be done, an official from
the group said. The restrooms
will provide special services
to seniors, the disabled and
the blind as well as parents
with babies, he said.

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More U.S. cities recognise
Indigenous Peoples’ Day

ALBUQUERQUE, NEW  MEXICO:
More U.S. cities are recognis-
ing Native Americans on Co-
lumbus Day this year as they
revive a movement to change
the name of the holiday to
celebrate the history and con-
tributions of indigenous cul-
tures around the country.

As the U.S. observes Co-
lumbus Day on Monday, it
will also be Indigenous Peo-
ples’ Day in at least nine cities
for the first time this year,
including Albuquerque, New
Mexico; Portland, Oregon; St.
Paul, Minnesota; and Olym-
pia, Washington state.

Native American activists
have made a push in dozens of
cities in recent months to get
local leaders to officially rec-
ognize the second Monday of
October as Indigenous Peo-
ples’ Day.

The campaigns say the fed-
eral holiday honouring Chris-
topher Columbus and the
parades and pageantry ac-
companying it overlook a
painful history of colonial-
ism, enslavement, discrimi-
nation and land grabs that
followed the Italian explor-

Kovacevich’s sublime musical dexterity

Near-fatal stroke, severe stage fright did not break his affair with the piano

LONDON: California-born
pianist Stephen Kovacevich,
who made his public debut at
the age of 11, has a lot to be
thankful for as he celebrates
his 75th birthday this week —
including being alive.

He and his former wife, the
virtuoso Martha Argerich,
will play piano duets at Lon-
don’s Wigmore Hall, a box
set of his recordings has been
reissued and, perhaps most
significantly, seven years
have now passed since he
suffered a near-fatal stroke.

“I’'m incredibly lucky, I've
made a total recovery. That
isn’t everyone’s fate,” the af-
fable Kovacevich said in an
interview at his flat in north
London, where his Steinway
grand dominates one room
and a stereo dominates the
room below.

Pacemaker implant

Kovacevich has talked to
other interviewers about
how his medical emergency
began with a loss of some
ability in his left hand and
escalated with a loss of veloc-
ity in his right. It culminated
with his doctors in London
sending him a text message
saying he had to come in that
night for a pacemaker
implant.

A few days later, he had the
full-blown stroke, which ini-
tially left him unable to
speak.

“I thought, that’s it for me,
I'm going to be like this for
the rest of my life,” he said.
“But I could play, not fantas-
tically. And two weeks later I
played [Beethoven’s] Empe-
ror Concerto, not fantastical-

ly, but it was good.” So was it
that famous, if not scientif-
ically proven, notion that
musicians’ brains are wired
differently, that helped him
recover?

All Kovacevich knows is
that when he left hospital, a
specialist told him: “When
you go home, you turn the
key in your apartment, you
go tothe piano andyoustart.”

“So there must be some-
thing about practising that
keeps the brain working ...
there probably is something,
it may be true,” he said.

Piano aficionados world-
wide will rejoice that Kova-
cevich made it — and keeps

going. The recording he
made of Beethoven’s chal-
lenging Diabelli Variationsin
1968 after he triumphed with
it at a London recital is rated
one of the best — perhaps
rivalled only by one he made
some 40 years later, which
some critics rank even
higher.

“The second one is wild,”
Kovacevich said clearly rel-
ishing recent acclaim for his
later version.

Mind matters

What some of his admirers
may not realise is how hard it
has been for Kovacevich to
perform at all. As many per-

formers, he suffers from se-
vere — and unpredictable —
bouts of stage fright.

“There have been times
when I walked off” stage, Ko-
vacevich said, adding it had
happened only twice, years
ago, and he feels better able
to cope, having talked to a
sports psychologist.

“The coach takes care of
the tennis, but the sports
psychologist, [ know one, and
he says, ‘My job is when the
person is taking a penalty I
get his mind to think it’s at
least a half-filled glass and
not a half empty glass’.”

“That helps,” Kovacevich
said. — Reuters

Now a genetic
brake on ageing

NEW YORK: In what could lead to
potential new ways of slowing
the pace of ageing in humans,
research have identified 238
genes that when removed from
living cells can extend their
life.

The 10-year study by scien-
tists at the Buck Institute for
Research on Aging and the
University of Washington was
conducted on yeast cells.

As many of these genes and
genetic pathways are found in
mammals, the researchers be-
lieve that if the same gene ed-

iting technique could be
replicated in humans, it could
help extend lifespan.

“This study looks at ageing
in the context of the whole ge-
nome and gives us a more com-
plete picture of what ageing is,”
said Brian Kennedy, lead au-
thor of the study and president
and chief executive officer of
the institute.

The researchers examined
4,698 yeast strains, each with a
single gene deletion.

To determine which strains
yielded an increased lifespan,
the researchers counted yeast
cells, logging how many daugh-
ter cells a mother produced be-
fore it stopped dividing.

Higher organisms

These efforts produced a
wealth of information about
how different genes, and their
associated pathways, modulate
ageing in yeast.

A number of the age-extend-
ing genes the team identified
are also found in roundworms,
indicating these mechanisms
are conserved in higher
organisms.

The research was published
online in the journal Cell Me-
tabolism. — IANS
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
